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Arkansas Aviation Operation Plan 
Search & Rescue ESF#9 / ESF #1 (Air) Annex
Purpose
This annex provides State support to local governments to locate lost and missing people; locate and search Inland/Wilderness areas within the State of Arkansas. This operation includes but is not limited to the remote or undeveloped, rural, road-less areas that primarily require the use of specialized equipment for access. This operation may require responders traveling over land by aircraft.
Lead Agency ESF #9 
Arkansas State Game and Fish
· Emergency Support Function (ESF) #9 –Search and Rescue (S&R) rapidly deploys to provide specialized life-saving assistance to local and State authorities during a disaster.  S&R activities include locating, extricating, and providing onsite medical treatment to victims trapped in collapsed structures.   
The State's assistance under this function shall include personnel and equipment resources for the coordination and implementation of the following:
· Search - All activities associated with the discovery of an individual or individuals lost or reported lost.
· Rescue - All activities directed towards and requiring the utilization of trained personnel to locate and extricate persons trapped in damaged buildings, vehicles, woodlands and waterways areas; and to provide emergency medical treatment of such persons.
Arkansas Department of Aeronautics
· The Arkansas Department of Aeronautics (ADA) is the lead agency for the Air Coordination Group (ACG). This agency is responsible providing direction and assistance for the use of aircraft and supporting ESF#1 ground operations lead agency Arkansas Highway Department (ADH).

· Aeronautical Search and Rescue consists of searches of non-urban and wilderness areas that involve locating downed aircraft, lost or missing individuals. Searches are conducted with both fixed wing and rotary wing aircraft assets. Alerts and data from the affected area will be communicated to the SEOC.


Supporting Agencies
Supporting agencies have resources that may fulfill roles and responsibilities identified in this ESF. Resources will be called upon as needed and provided by supporting agencies as they are available.

Mission Priorities
To ensure the effective deployment of all available aerial assets and resources that may be used for assessing:
· Life Saving
· Rapid needs assessment   
· Infrastructure  
· Communications
· Logistical support
· Access / Debris  
· Emergency evacuations
· Medical evacuations 

Critical Assumptions
Search and Rescue (SAR) operations may be overwhelmed during emergencies and disasters and local SAR efforts may require technical assistance from other agencies, counties, and the state. Access to impacted locations may be limited due to steep or rocky terrain, water, or woodland areas. Some of these areas may only be accessible by aircraft. Rapid assessment of impacted areas and/or lost individuals will assist in the determination of response priorities. Local residents and unaffiliated volunteers may initiate activities to assist in SAR operations and will require coordination and direction.

Damage / Safety Assessment
Damage / Safety Assessments are the basis for determining the need to identify hazards. An initial damage estimate is developed during the emergency response phase to guide operational decisions and support a request for a Governor’s proclamation and for the State to request a presidential declaration. During any type of disaster or large-scale emergency the potential need for aerial operations is apparent. Emergency funding from the federal government requires a systematic damage assessment that may only be available from an aerial view. Different areas of the state can be isolated by damaged bridges/roads that are impassible in the affected areas. As soon as possible following a catastrophic event, an aerial assessment is conducted on buildings, airports, roads, bridges, pipelines, and power lines. All information is relayed to the SEOC.











1.5.1	Staging Areas 
Potential staging areas should be pre-identified by ESFs and their state supporting agencies as part of planning for an identified risk area. Utilization and management of the staging areas will be coordinated with all ESFs, and with appropriate state and local officials, to assure site availability and to facilitate resource management.

Mutual Aid
The requisition for out-side resources may take up to 72 hours to arrive from the first call of assistance based on the distance and condition of the affected area. All mutual aid requests (state/federal) will be requested from the SEOC once all local resources have been exhausted. 

Annex Maintenance 
ADEM and the ACG have the responsibility of coordinating, developing and maintaining the Earthquake Annex in association with the Arkansas Air Operations Plan. This annex will be updated in conjunction with the Arkansas Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan (ARCEMP).
