I. ACCEPTANCE AND PROMULGATION:

The Governor’s letter, located near the beginning of the State Emergency Operations Plan, serves as the acceptance and promulgation of this annex.

II. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS:
A matrix depicting the different emergency management functions that have been identified for CSEPP in Arkansas, and the agencies responsible for them, is provided in Table 1-1 located in Appendix 1 to this Annex.

Arkansas Code Annotated 12-75-101 et al. identifies by title the specific individuals authorized to direct emergency response at both the state and local level.

III.  RESPONSIBILITIES OF AGENCIES AND ORGANIZATIONS:
The following are federal, state, local, and volunteer support organizations, which have roles in CSEPP for Arkansas:

A. Federal:
1. Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity
a.
Identify the occurrence of a chemical incident/accident and assess its potential impact.

b.
Classify the accident/incident according to the standardized emergency classification system (Levels 1-4).

c.
Initiate off-site notification using the CSEPP Hotline Notification Form (See Figure 1-2 in Appendix 1), via the siren warning system, tone activated radios, and the telephone hot-line to the State EOC, IRZ, and PAZ County Warning Points.

d.
Recommend protective actions for affected areas.

e.
Provide protective action support and assistance as outlined in the PBA-CAIRA Plan (Chemical Accident/Incident Response and Assistance).

f. Dispatch a liaison officer, as staff will permit, to the off-post EOC to provide technical assistance and interface between the Army and off-post officials.

g. Dispatch a public affairs officer to the Joint Information Center to ensure timely and accurate release of information to the media.

h.
Support the off-post response with U.S. Army resources as available and appropriate, such as conducting chemical sampling.

i.
Provide technical guidance to ADEM to include meteorological data, plume dispersion modeling, agent characteristics, accident status, protective actions, and medical intervention.

j.
Provide continued technical guidance in support of training programs for emergency responders.

k.
Provide technical assistance to and coordinate with local, state, and federal officials in the development and implementation of re-entry/recovery plans.

l.
Maintain liaison for mutual support activities related to emergency/disaster planning, response, recovery or mitigation.  Provide technical assistance in these areas.

m.
Provide ADEM personnel with identification badges to facilitate access to the installation in support of the PBA/ADEM Memorandum of Understanding.

n.
In cooperation with ADEM, provide technical assistance for emergency management planning with state and local emergency services/public safety agencies for accidents/incidents requiring joint response and recovery activities.

o.
At the invitation of the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management, attend meetings, seminars, lectures, conferences and workshops on matters pertaining to emergency response planning.

p.
Participate in local, state and federal emergency response training exercises when appropriate.

2. United States Army
a. The Department of the Army (DA) will provide technical assistance and required resources in developing and implementing emergency response plans and related preparedness capabilities; integrating the on-post and off-post planning processes; and ensuring that emergency plans are adequate and can be readily implemented.

b. Review DHS assessments to assure that off-post-emergency plans are adequate and can be readily implemented.

c.
Take the lead and provide technical assistance in developing exercise design criteria and participate fully in developing, conducting, and evaluating exercises on a periodic basis.

d.
Provide technical assistance and support to DHS in preparing chemical emergency training materials and procedures.  Participate in delivering training to state and local emergency responders, where appropriate.

e.
Take the lead in conducting site-specific hazard analyses used for the emergency preparedness plans.

f.
Provide funding for CSEPP through the Federal Emergency Management Agency.

g.
Serve as part of a joint DHS/DA Management Team which reviews the status of joint programs, discusses and resolves issues, consults on major policy issues, and provides the necessary direction to meet DA’s overall goals for the program.

3. Department of Homeland Security
a.
DHS is taking the lead in working with state and local government in developing off-post emergency preparedness plans, upgrading community response capabilities, and conducting necessary training.

b. Develop standards and evaluation criteria against which emergency preparedness programs can be assessed for adequacy and assurance that they can be implemented.

c.
Develop, schedule, and conduct exercises to evaluate the effectiveness of emergency preparedness programs at each site.

d.
Serve as a conduit for providing funds to state and local governments, which may become available from the Army, or other sources, to support emergency response preparedness for the Program.

e. Take the lead in the preparation, development, and delivery of training on emergency management of chemical materials, planning, mitigation, and response techniques to state and local governments. 

f.  
Ensure the involvement of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) during development of and implementation of emergency medical training requirements.
g.
Provide technical assistance to state and local officials in the development of site-specific emergency preparedness procedures.

h.
Maintain an updated series of interagency agreements, which delineate respective federal, state, and local agency capabilities, responsibilities, and which define procedures for coordination and direction for emergency planning and response.

i.
Take the lead in developing public information and education programs while the Army provides the technical data and information necessary to construct accurate educational materials concerning the chemical agents and their hazards and information regarding appropriate actions to be taken by the general public in the event of an incident.

j.
Administer funding for Arkansas CSEPP through the Comprehensive Cooperative Agreement.

k.
Serve as part of a joint DHS-DOA Management Team, which reviews the status of joint programs, discusses and resolves issues, consults on major policy issues, and provides the necessary direction to meet Department of the Army’s overall objectives for the program.

4. U.S. Army Corps of Engineers

The Corps of Engineers, upon notification of a level 4 release from Pine Bluff Arsenal (PBA), will: 

a.
Evacuate personnel from Lock and Dam 5.  Upon evacuation, Lock 5 personnel will notify Locks 4 and 6 of their evacuation.

b.
Upstream and downstream locks (Locks 4 and 6) will notify river traffic, by marine radio, of the situation and instruct them to evacuate Pool 4 and other Pools as applicable.  Pool 4 is that portion of the AR River between Locks 4 and 5, which runs on the eastern PBA boundary.  The Locks will also prevent any further river traffic from locking into the affected area until the all clear is given.

c.
Take actions to notify visitors at Dam Site Park (Dam Site No. 5) of the release and instruct them to evacuate.  Dam Site Park is located on the eastern boundary of the PBA.

d.
Provide a listing of barges containing food commodities which could possibly be contaminated.  Information provided will include:  Name of the marine vessel, owner, barge number, type food commodity, and direction of travel.

e.
Lock personnel will coordinate distress calls from the public to Jefferson county OES.  It is noted that most recreational boats do not have marine radios and will not be notified to evacuate, except by siren.

5. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
EPA will act in an advisory capacity to the Army, as well as the off-post community.  

6. U.S. Department of Health and Human Services
The U.S. Dept. of HHS assists in the development of emergency medical training requirements and the implementation of those requirements.

B.  State
1. Arkansas Department of Emergency Management
a. 
Maintain liaison with Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity concerning plans and procedures related to emergencies at PBA.

b.
In conjunction with the Arkansas Department of Health (ADH), assist PBA in coordinating with local emergency service coordinators in establishing requirements for medical supplies and equipment to be pre-positioned in 10 counties with follow-up inspections and surveillance.

c.
Provide off-post assistance to Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity in accordance with this Plan in the event of an incident or occurrence requiring mutual response.

d. In cooperation with local offices of emergency management and Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity, coordinate and schedule briefing workshops and training for all municipalities and county governments in the CSEPP area.

e.
Refer technical questions concerning on-post CSDP (Chemical Stockpile Disposal Program) activities to PBA.

f.
Extend invitation to PBA/PBCA for attendance at State sponsored briefings, conferences, seminars, and workshops involving emergency response that would be of benefit to the PBA/PBCA Community emergency planners.

g.
Coordinate protective action plans with local officials and technical experts from PBA/PBCA.

h.
Assist with the pre-positioning of special supplies and equipment with designated off-post local government entities for their use during emergencies requiring special resources.

i.
Oversee and conduct training programs for CSEPP local emergency responders and coordinate with ADH in contracting specialized training for local physicians and hospital personnel. 

i.
In coordination with PBA/PBCA Public Affairs and local officials, develop Arkansas CSEPP public affairs program.

k.
Notify Arkansas State agencies in the event of a chemical incident at PBCA.

l.
Coordinate response of state agencies at the State EOC and provide liaison to the Off-Post EOC (Jefferson County EOC) and if possible to the PBCA OC.

2. Arkansas Department of Health (ADH)—(See ADH MDIRP for procedure regarding action items.)
The ADH is the agency of state government, which has been tasked with coordination of health and medical response activities in the event of a major emergency disaster situation within the state.  Support is provided by other agencies as specified in Annex K of this EOP.

a. 
The ADH will provide an Emergency Management Liaison Officer (EMLO) -- to coordinate with, advise, consult and otherwise support the state and local offices of emergency services in developing plans, identifying resources, and such other activities deemed necessary to ensure that all required resources of ADH can be brought to bear in a coordinated manner to produce a timely, efficient, and economical response to any disaster or major emergency that may occur.

b.
ADH maintains one or more Health Units in each county of the state, including those comprising the IRZ/PAZ of the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity.  Annex H, Health and Medical, of each county emergency operations plan outlines the responsibilities of the ADH personnel within each county.

c.
ADH maintains the ADH Major Disaster/Incident Response Plan (MDIRP), an internal Health Department plan that contains:

1) Functional statements for direction and control of the    Departments actions for all levels of emergency response.

2) Concepts of operations for each ADH subdivision having specific emergency response functions.

3) Descriptions of communications systems capabilities and usage.

4) Descriptions of monitoring and assessment capabilities.

d.
In the event of any situation at the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity requiring emergency response by ADH, the ADH EOC will be activated -- fully or partially, depending upon the nature of the incident.

e.
Hazardous Materials Incidents:

1) ADH shares responsibility for response to incidents involving non-nuclear hazardous materials with the Arkansas Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ).  The Memorandum of Understanding between ADH and ADEQ spells out the coordination of response to an incident involving the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity.  This MOU is kept on file with the CSEPP Planner at the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management.  
2) Functional assignments of ADH subdivisions for hazardous materials emergency response are addressed in the ADH MDIRP
f.
The ADH Emergency Communications Center (ECC) serves as the official point of contact for notification by the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management (ADEM) of incidents requiring response by ADH.  Notification will normally be made by ADEM via the ADH emergency number.

g.
When coordination of medical or mortuary services is required, the ADH will work closely with State and local representatives of the Arkansas Medical Society, the Arkansas Ambulance Owners and Operators Association, and other provider organizations as necessary.

3. Arkansas Department of Environmental Quality
The Arkansas Department of Environmental Quality is an environmental regulatory agency whose primary function is to enforce various environmental statutes.  During the course of an emergency, such as an accidental release of a hazardous material, the Department may utilize its broad enforcement authority to ensure mitigation by the responsible party.  The Department will also assist and coordinate efforts with other agencies, local governments and the private sector as its capabilities allow.

In the event of a release from the PBA chemical stockpile, the Department would follow the procedures set forth in Annex S of this State EOP and would fulfill its responsibilities under the conditions of the mutual agreement cited above, or the conditions of any mutual agreement which might supersede that agreement.

During the aftermath of the release, the Department’s role and jurisdiction becomes more specific.  The following is a more detailed description of ADEQ’s primary functions and responsibilities during reentry/restoration phase:

Assessment: ADEQ, in cooperation with other state and federal agencies, will coordinate with the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity, the Army Chemical and Biological Defense Command in verification of the analysis of samples obtained from any area suspected of being contaminated in a release from the stockpile.

Monitoring: ADEQ will provide technical assistance and monitor the remediation of contaminated areas.  This will include any removal treatment or disposal of contaminated media.  The Department will review all documents and analytical results generated during cleanup activities in order to monitor progress.  Information obtained during these operations will be shared with ADH and other state agencies to aid in the decision-making process and to determine if remaining contaminates are within specified guidelines.

4. Arkansas State Police (ASP)
a. ASP will assist in notification and warning dissemination via the National Warning System (NAWAS), and their 800 MHZ radio system as a secondary means of notification, if the CSEPP Hotline fails.

b. ASP will, when requested by local jurisdictions through ADEM, augment law enforcement. 

5. Department of Human Services (ADHS) 
a.
The Division of Economic and Medical Services will coordinate the distribution of USDA donated commodities to designated care centers.

b.
The Division of Mental Health Services will provide crisis counseling to individuals affected by an emergency at PBA.

6. Arkansas Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD)
The AHTD will provide personnel and equipment to assist in keeping major transportation arteries clear during evacuations.  

7. Arkansas National Guard (AR NG)
The Arkansas National Guard will provide personnel and equipment to assist local officials, as directed by the Governor through ADEM, in augmenting local security, traffic and access control, as well as providing monitoring and sampling resources through their 61st Civil Support Team (CST).  
8. Arkansas Game and Fish Commission
The Game and Fish Commission will assist with search and rescue operations and uniformed wildlife officers will be available to assist the Arkansas State Police in augmenting local law enforcement in an emergency situation.

Game and Fish personnel will respond as indicated under paragraph IV-A7 of the basic plan to this EOP.

9. Arkansas Forestry Commission
The Forestry Commission will provide personnel trained in basic first aid and vehicles to aid in an evacuation. 

C.  
Local Government

1. Jefferson County
a.
The Jefferson County EOC will serve as the off-post EOC (Alternate EOC is Grant County) in an emergency at PBA. Because of time restraints, the State EOC will be activated as well. As the reentry and recovery phase begins, the Off Post portion of any major chemical event will be managed from the Jefferson County EOC.

b.
Dispatch (if possible) a county Emergency Management Liaison Officer (EMLO) to the PBA Operations Center in the event of a chemical release at PBA.

c.
Establish communications with ADEM and authorities in adjacent counties that would become directly or indirectly involved in the emergency response actions.

d.
Provide evacuation and coordinate sheltering assistance with the American Red Cross for the CSEPP community.

e.
The Jefferson County EM Coordinator will, in coordination with PBA technical representatives, law enforcement, and fire EOC representatives, determine which traffic control points (TCP) and access control points (ACPs) should be activated for the safe and timely evacuation of the general population.  The EOC executive team will determine which mobile decontamination units will be activated.

f.  Coordinate with the ADEM CSEPP Training Officer for training law enforcement, medical, and fire department personnel within Jefferson County regarding the processing of chemical victims.

g.
Establish and coordinate the operation of reception centers, care centers, and shelters with the American Red Cross for dislocated persons. 
h.
Assist in the recovery actions of areas affected by a chemical release. 

2.  Grant County
a.
When a major event occurs at PBA or during CSEPP exercises, the Grant Count EM Coordinator will activate the Grant County EOC for directing actions of county residents and responders.  The Grant County EOC will serve as the alternate off-post EOC if the Pine Bluff area is evacuated or the Jefferson County EOC becomes inoperable.

b.
Provide evacuation, decontamination and sheltering assistance for the CSEPP community.

c.
Establish communication with the State EOC, Jefferson County EOC and the PBA OC.

d.
The Grant County EM coordinator will, in coordination with PBA technical representatives, law enforcement, and fire EOC representatives, determine which traffic control points (TCP’s) and access control points (ACPs) should be activated for the safe and timely evacuation of the general population.

e.
Coordinate with the State CSEPP Training Officer for training law enforcement, fire, and medical personnel in Grant County regarding the processing of chemical agent victims.

f.
Establish and coordinate the operation of reception centers, care centers, and shelters with the American Red Cross to provide assistance for evacuees.  
g.
Assist in the recovery actions of areas affected by a chemical release. 

3. Protective Action Zone (PAZ) Counties: Arkansas, Cleveland, Dallas, Lincoln, Lonoke, Prairie, Pulaski, Saline, and parts of Jefferson and Grant counties.

a.
Establish communication with the State EOC and Jefferson County EOC.

b.
Provide evacuation assistance and coordinate sheltering support with the American Red Cross.  
c.
The county EM coordinator will, in coordination with PBA technical representatives, law enforcement, and fire EOC representatives, determine which traffic control points (TCP’s) and access control points (ACPs) should be activated within the effected counties to aid in the safe and timely evacuation of the general population.

d.
The County EM Coordinator will coordinate with the ADEM CSEPP Training and Exercise Officer for training law enforcement, fire, and medical personnel in the processing of chemical agent victims.

e.
Establish and operate care centers in support of evacuees.

f.
Assist in the recovery actions of areas affected by a chemical agent release.

4. Host/Mutual Aid Jurisdictions: Cities of Little Rock and North Little Rock

a.
Provide evacuation and sheltering assistance as requested  by ADEM under the coordination of Pulaski County O.E.M.
b.
Provide medical support for victims of a chemical agent release as requested by ADEM under the coordination of Pulaski County O.E.M.

D.  Volunteer Organizations:
In addition to local volunteer support, the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management will, when requested, coordinate resources from volunteer organizations working with pre-designated liaison officers.

1. American Red Cross
The American Red Cross will assume the primary responsibility for reception center registration and mass care management. 
2. Other Volunteer Organizations: RACES, VOAD, Mennonite Disaster Services, Salvation Army, etc.

IV.
GEOGRAPHIC, TOPOGRAPHIC, POLITICAL, AND DEMOGRAPHIC FEATURES OF THE CSEPP AREA IN ARKANSAS

A.
Geographic
The area included in the CSEPP Emergency Planning Zone around the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity is a circle of approximately 50 miles in diameter.  Innermost, and within 9.5 miles (15 Kilometers) of the Arsenal, is the Immediate Response Zone.  The IRZ is surrounded by the Protective Action Zone, which extends out to approximately 35 miles (22 Kilometers), and covers parts of eight counties in south central Arkansas.

All areas within the EPZ are served by major highways either within the state highway system or the federal highway system.  

The CSEPP area covers an area bounded on the north by the Cities of Little Rock and North Little Rock in Pulaski County, on the east by portions of Lonoke, Arkansas and Prairie Counties, on the west by portions of Saline County, and all of Grant County.  The area is bordered on the south by portions of Cleveland, Dallas, and Lincoln Counties.

B.
Topographic
The dominant features of the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity area are the Arkansas River to the east and dense timber and vegetation that surrounds most of the arsenal compound.  A secondary feature is an unnamed ridge approximately three to seven miles west of the arsenal.  However, this ridge is not expected to exert much influence on the dispersion of agent in the event of a release.

In the event of a release, there are no topographical features near PBA that would function as barriers to contain the agent.  For a ground-level release, with little initial upward velocity or buoyancy during stable atmospheric conditions, the Arkansas River may tend to pool agent concentrations along the river, allowing agent to move up or down the valley, and spill out along the river to the east.  In other scenarios [e.g., higher winds, unstable atmosphere, buoyant release], the river valley will not serve as an effective barrier to limit dispersion.  Even in these cases, however, the lethal downwind distance would be mitigated by the vegetation [heavily vegetated areas tend to increase dispersion, thereby reducing the lethal downwind distance and toxic concentrations by absorbing agent].

C.
Political
The Governor of the state is the chief executive of the State of Arkansas.  The chief executive of each county is the county judge.  The county judge is recognized under Arkansas Act 511 as being responsible for emergency management in the county.   The exceptions to this law are the cities of Little Rock and North Little Rock.

D.
Demographics
The population of the Immediate Response Zone (IRZ) which includes portions of Jefferson and Grant Counties and extends to 15 Kilometers is 23,834.  The population of the Protective Action Zone (PAZ) which extends an additional 35 Kilometers is 150,552.  The populations of incorporated cities near the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity based on 2000 census data are:

Maps of the sub-zones of the IRZ and PAZ surrounding PBA are shown in Figure 1-1 in Appendix 1 to this Annex. 

The Oak Ridge National Laboratory, Emergency Response Concept Plan (ERCP) for Pine Bluff Arsenal/ /Pine Bluff Chemical Activity and Vicinity, dated October, 1989, provides accident scenarios and possible effects.  This document divides the scenarios into:

1. Accident scenarios for storage and handling activities at PBA, sorted by munitions type, agent within munitions type and activity within munitions type.

2. Accident scenarios for on-site disposal activities at PBA, sorted by munitions type, agent within munitions type and activity within munitions type.

Planning for the off-post community is based on the information contained in the ERCP, further studies by the Army, and guidance provided by both the Army and by FEMA.. 

As a result of that information and guidance certain population centers have been identified as being at risk in the event of an incident at PBA.

The following are population centers considered at risk:

White Hall: The City of White Hall borders PBA on the west with a population of 4,732.  It is located south of the storage area and the proposed disposal area.  Wind directions from the north to north-northwest could cause a plume to pass over the city.  Based on data compiled by PBA, wind direction from the north is approximately 10% of the time, and wind direction from the north-northwest is approximately 3.5% of the time.


Redfield: The City of Redfield is located approximately 5 miles northwest of PBA with a population of 1,157.  According to PBA data and the ERCP, wind direction from the southeast would pose a threat to Redfield in an event at PBA.  According to the information, wind direction from the southeast is approximately 4% of the time and wind direction from the south-southeast is approximately 5% of the time.  Winds from either of these two directions could cause a plume to pass over the city.


Pine Bluff: A portion of the City of Pine Bluff is located inside the 15Km IRZ; however, the majority of the city and most of the population is outside of the IRZ.  It is located south-southeast of PBA and has a population of 55,085.  Wind directions which might impact Pine Bluff are from the north (approximately 10% of the time), north-northwest (approximately 3.5% of the time) and from the northwest (approximately 4% of the time).

V.
NOTIFICATION:
Notification in the event of an accident/incident at the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity would be via CSEPP Telephone Hot Line between PBA, ADEM, IRZ, PAZ and ADH.   The CSEPP Hotline Emergency Notification Form will be used (see Figure 1.6). The criteria to make this notification will be based on predicted dosage/concentration and distances.  The predicted downwind distance of the chemical agent Acute Exposure Guideline 2 (AEGL 2) will be the specific criteria used.  (PBA and the off-post community will use the four levels of notification as described in the Chemical Accident/Incident Response Assistance Manual (CAIRA)).  They are: 
A.
Level I, Non-Surety Emergency

Events are likely to occur or have occurred that may be perceived as a chemical surety emergency or that may be of general public interest, but which pose no chemical surety hazard.  This includes non-surety material emergencies.

B.
Level II, Limited Area Emergency

Events are likely to occur or have occurred that involve agent release outside engineering controls or approved chemical storage facilities with chemical effects expected to be confined to the chemical limited area.  This level will be declared when the predicted chemical agent as defined under AEGL 2, or as defined under Acute Threshold Effects Level (ATEL) No‑Effects Dosage does not extend beyond the chemical limited area where the event occurred. 

C.
Level III, Post Only Emergency

Events are likely to occur or have occurred that involve agent release with chemical effects beyond the chemical limited area.  Releases are not expected to present a danger to the off-post public.  This level will be declared when the predicted chemical agent as defined under AEGL 2, or as defined ATEL No‑Effects Dosage extends beyond the chemical limited area but does not extend beyond the installation boundary.

D.
Level IV, Community Emergency

Events are likely to occur or have occurred that involve agent release with chemical effects beyond the installation boundary.  This level will be declared when the predicted chemical agent as defined under AEGL 2, or as defined ATEL No‑Effects Dosage extends beyond the installation boundary.

(Procedures for each local emergency management jurisdiction which define the response based on each notification level and each function of emergency management are contained in checklists attached to the CSEPP annex to the local EOPs).

ADEM checklists are maintained in the State EOC in Incident Master and in the duty officer’s manual. 

The PBA Chemical Surety Officer is responsible for communicating information to the off-post officials.  During non-duty hours, the Staff Duty Officer will serve as the alternate.

Memorandums of Understanding between Jefferson County and PBA, and between Grant County and PBA, delineate the circumstances under which Jefferson County and/or Grant County authorize(s) PBA to initiate directly off-post protective actions and the activities PBA will perform in those circumstances.  

VI.
PLAN MAINTENANCE:

Changes to this EOP (including changes to this Annex) will be numbered and dated.  The ADEM Plans and Operations Branch will distribute changes in accordance with normal distribution SOP.  

Upon receipt of changes, EOP holders should fill in the record of changes chart located in the beginning of the EOP.

This Annex will be updated by ADEM in cooperation with Emergency Management Liaison Officers annually following the CSEPP drills and exercises which test the effectiveness of the Annex.

DEFINITION OF TERMS
Figure 1.5
Access control point (ACP) - road or highway control points manned primarily to deny the entry of unauthorized vehicles and personnel into a controlled area.  It is an enforcement function, usually under the supervision of law enforcement officers, employing trained personnel, vehicles, barricades, and other devices to establish a perimeter around a hazardous area.

Acute Exposure Guideline Levels (AEGLs) – State-of-the-art standards for accidental exposure to substances.  AEGLs are designed to represent ceiling exposure values for the general public for accidental exposure durations ranging from 10 minutes to 8 hours.  By EPA mandate, 3 AEGLs are defined according to varying degrees of effects, with AEGL-1 representing a low level and AEGL-3 representing a high level.

AEGL-1 – The airborne concentration (expressed as ppm or mg/m3) of a substance above which it is predicted that the general population, including susceptible individuals, could experience notable discomfort, irritation, or certain asymptomatic, non-sensory effects.  However, the effects are not disabling and are transient and reversible upon cessation of exposure.  Federal Register AEGL definition.
AEGL-2 – The airborne concentration (expressed as ppm or mg/m3) of a substance above which it is predicted that the general population, including susceptible individuals, could experience irreversible or other serious, long-lasting adverse health effects, or an impaired ability to escape.  Federal Register AEGL definition.
AEGL-3 – The airborne concentration (expressed as ppm or mg/m3) of a substance above which it is predicted that the general population, including susceptible individuals, could experience life-threatening health effects or death.  Federal Register AEGL definition.
Blister agent - see vesicant agent.

Chemical Accident/Incident Response and Assistance (CAIRA) Plan - a plan that spells out how an Army installation will handle chemical surety material events.  This on-post plan meshes carefully with off-post plans.  

Chemical agent -a compound or material included in the lethal stockpile of a variety of munitions and bulk containers covered by Public Law 99-145, Title 14, Part B, Section 1412.  For the purposes of this document, a chemical agent refers to mustard, HD, and HT.

Chemical event - a term used by the military that includes (1) chemical accidents resulting from non-deliberate events where safety is of primary concern, or (2) chemical incidents resulting from deliberate acts or criminal acts where security is a concern.

Chemical Event Emergency Notification System - a tiered system whereby the Army classifies chemical surety emergencies and provides appropriate notification to off-post public officials.

Chemical limited area - see limited area.
Chemical Stockpile Disposal Program (CSDP) - the congressionally mandated program that requires the Army to dispose of all its unitary chemical agents.

Chemical Stockpile Emergency Preparedness Program (CSEPP) - a joint Department of the Army/Federal Emergency Management Agency program to oversee and assist in the development of adequate emergency response plans and capabilities for all jurisdictions that might be affected by a chemical release associated with CSDP activities.  
Chemical surety - those controls, procedures and actions that contribute to the safety, security and reliability of chemical agents and their associated weapon systems throughout their life cycle without degrading operational performance.

Chemical surety material - chemical agents and their associated weapon systems or storage and shipping containers.

D2Puff – is an atmospheric dispersion model that predicts the hazard that would result from a release of chemical agent to the atmosphere from a CSEPP site.  D2-Puff can be used to model complex events involving releases at multiple locations and times and is capable of using meteorological observations from multiple locations and times, as well.  It also includes the effects of terrain and changing meteorology and allows users to enter information about the release and the meteorological conditions, to run scenarios, and to display results.  This software is run by PBA and monitored by ADEM, Jefferson County OEM, and Grant County OEM for the Arkansas CSEPP site.  

Decontamination - the process of decreasing the amount of chemical agent on any person, object, or area by absorbing, neutralizing, destroying, ventilating, or removing chemical agents.

Direction and control exercise - an activity in which emergency preparedness officials respond to a simulated incident.  It mobilizes emergency management and communications organizations and officials.  Field response organizations are not normally involved.

Demilitarization - the mutilation, destruction, or neutralization of chemical surety material, renders it harmless and ineffectual for military purposes.

Emergency Alert System (EAS) - a cooperative agreement between commercial radio and television stations to allow local or state officials to use their facilities to broadcast emergency information to the general public in the event of a life-threatening situation.

Emergency Operations Center (EOC) - the location or facility where responsible officials gather during an emergency to direct and coordinate emergency operations, to communicate with other jurisdictions and with field emergency forces, and to formulate protective action decisions.

Emergency planning zone (EPZ) - a geographical area delineated around a potential hazard that defines the anticipated areas of impact in order to facilitate planning for the protection of people during an emergency.  For the purposes of this plan, the Emergency Planning Zone includes two sections, the Immediate Response Zone and the Protective Action Zone.

Evacuation - a protective action that involves persons who may be in danger leaving the area of risk until the hazard has been eliminated.

Exclusion area - the area immediately surrounds one or more receptacles in which chemical agents are contained.

HD, HT - types of mustard agents, which cause large blisters to form on contaminated tissue, both on skin, and in the respiratory system.  The letters HD and HT define different forms of the agents.  Mustard is relatively persistent in the environment.

Host area - a predetermined location, usually some distance away from a potential risk, where persons evacuated from a risk area are sheltered.

Immediate response zone (IRZ) - the geographical area around a hazard site that is most rapidly and severely affected by a hazard.  It is in this area where IMMEDIATE protective actions must be taken to safeguard the public. In the case of Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity, this has been determined to be a 15-kilometer (approx. 10 mile) area.  The center point is the center of the chemical storage area.  The PBA IRZ consists of 12 subzones: 10 in Jefferson County and 2 in Grant County.

In-Place Sheltering - a protective action which involves taking cover ("buttoning up") in a building that can be made relatively airtight.  Any building suitable for winter habitation will provide some protection with windows and doors closed and heating, ventilation, and air conditioning systems turned off.  Increased effectiveness can be obtained in sheltering by using an interior room or basement, taping doors and windows, and other more elaborate systems to limit natural ventilation.

Institutional populations - people in schools, child care facilities, hospitals, nursing homes, prisons or other facilities that require special care or consideration by virtue of their dependency on others for appropriate protection.

Intergovernmental Consultation and Coordination Boards (ICCBs) - the national and local boards composed of federal, state, and local members that provide for information transfer in the Chemical Stockpile Disposal Program.

Joint Information Center (JIC) - The location where public information officials gather to collaborate on and coordinate the release of emergency public information.

Limited area - the area that immediately surrounds one or more exclusion areas.  Normally, this is the area between the boundaries of the exclusion areas and the perimeter boundary.

Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) - the planning body designated by Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act, Title III legislation, as the planning body for preparing local hazardous materials plans.

Mass care center –an interim facility opened for people made temporarily homeless due to an emergency.  Facilities are selected by the applicable County and the American Red Cross and will be staffed by ARC personnel for essential basic services (feeding, comfort care, family reunification, etc.).  This facility is primarily a comfort station or holding area where personnel can wait until decisions can be made as to the extent of the emergency, possible return of evacuees to their homes, or the need to provide follow-on shelter (mass care and feeding) support.  Facilities selected may be developed into full- scale shelters if the situation dictates and people are unable to make alternative living arrangements (family, friends, etc.).  (More information is available in ARC 3000 Series of Procedures and Regulations located at ARC offices in Little Rock.) 
Maximum credible event - the worst single event likely to occur from the release of chemical agent as a result of an unintended, unplanned or accidental event that has a reasonable probability of happening.

Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) - A written agreement between two or more agencies or private enterprises, whether federal, state or local.  The MOU establishes what assistance or resources are available for preparation, response and mitigation of an emergency. 

Mustard agent - the vesicant agents (H, HD and HT) that cause blistering.  In sufficient amounts they can be fatal if inhaled or if not quickly removed from exposed skin.
National Contingency Plan (NCP) - "The National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan" (40 CRF part 300) prepared by the Environmental Protection Agency to put into effect the response powers and responsibilities created by the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act and the authorities established by Sect. 311 of the Clean Water Act.

National Defense Area (NDA) - an area established on nonfederal lands located within the United States, its possessions, or territories for the purpose of safeguarding classified defense information or protecting Department of Defense equipment and/or material.

National Disaster Medical System (NDMS) - a system designed to deal with extensive medical care needs in very large disasters or emergencies.  The system is a cooperative effort of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Federal Emergency Management Agency, Department of Defense, state and local governments, and the private sector.

National Response Team - A group consisting of representatives of 14 government agencies that implement the National Contingency Plan.

National Warning System (NAWAS) - installed originally in the 1960s to warn of nuclear attack, this direct telephone line links nearly 2,000 locations around the United States manned 24 hours a day.  Known as Warning Points, these locations can talk to each other freely within a state, and states can talk to each other and to national centers near Washington DC, and Colorado Springs, Colorado.
National Incident Management System (NIMS) - Developed by the Secretary of Homeland Security at the request of the President, NIMS integrates effective practices in emergency preparedness and response into a comprehensive national framework for incident management. The NIMS will enable responders at all levels to work together more effectively to manage domestic incidents no matter what the cause, size or complexity.

No effect distance - a calculated distance downwind from a chemical agent release, beyond which a toxicity level is not expected to have short-term adverse effects on humans, based on laboratory animal studies.

On-scene coordinator (OSC) - the federal official pre-designated by the Environmental Protection Agency or the Coast Guard to coordinate and direct federal responses and removals under the National Contingency Plan, or the Department of Defense (DOD) officials designated to coordinate and direct the removal actions from releases of hazardous substances, pollutants, or contaminants from DOD vessels and facilities.  For Department of Army facilities, the Initial Response Force and the Service Response Force commander is the on-scene coordinator.

Personnel processing point (PPP) - a designated point along the evacuation routes where evacuees are processed and given instruction.  Actions taken include, but are not limited to:

· first aid, if necessary;

· decontamination, if necessary; and

· transportation or directions to hospital or reception and care center facilities.

PPPs will be manned by participating fire departments, with assistance from law enforcement and EMS agencies.

Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity (PBA/PBCA) - U.S. Army Arsenal located in Jefferson County, Arkansas where chemical agents are stored.

Protective action recommendation  (PAR) – Based on computer modeling of the zones and sub-zones affected by an accidental chemical warfare agent release the Pine Bluff Arsenal will issue recommended actions to evacuate or shelter in place in specific areas.  Based on this recommendation, local officials will issue a Protective Action Decision.
Precautionary zone (PZ) - the outermost zone extending beyond the protective action zone.  Theoretically, it has no limits.  Practically, its furthest point is that beyond which emergency planning for the CSDP would not be required under most conditions.
Protection factor - the measure of exposure reduction provided by a protective device or shelter.  A protection factor of 100 means that protected exposure is 1/100th of the unprotected exposure.

Protective action decision (PAD) – based on the protective action recommendation issued by the Pine Bluff Arsenal and other local factors, local leaders will determine which sub-zones must take protective action, evacuate, or shelter in place.

Protective action zone (PAZ) - a geographical area around a hazard site beyond the Immediate Response Zone in which agent exposure is unlikely; however, protective actions therein can significantly enhance the ability to protect the public.  For the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity, the Protective Action Zone begins at the outer boundary of the Immediate Response Zone and extends out to approximately 50 kilometers (approx. 31 miles) from the chemical stockpile, or 35 kilometers (approx. 21.7 miles) past the IRZ.  There are 9 PAZ subzones in Jefferson County, and 23 PAZ subzones in 9 other counties. 

Reception Center – any facility or location established for the purpose of providing civil information and registering evacuees from the emergency area.  These centers may be co-located with mass care centers or shelters.  American Red Cross volunteers may be available to assist in registration, depending on mass care center and sheltering requirements.  (Note: If the reception center is also a decontamination area, American Red Cross volunteers will not be subjected to the contaminated area. 
Regional Response Team (RRT) - the representatives of federal agencies and a representative from each state in the federal region.  During a response to a major hazardous materials incident involving transportation or a fixed facility, the on-scene coordinator may request that the RRT be convened to provide advice or recommendations in specific issues requiring resolution.

Route alerting - one of several methods used to alert the public to a danger. It involves emergency personnel traveling in vehicles or on foot along prearranged routes and delivering emergency messages to the general public.  Methods include lights, sirens, public address systems, and door-to-door notification.

Service Response Force (SRF) - a Department of the Army level emergency response organization, commanded by a general officer, capable of performing and sustaining the chemical accident/incident response mission.  The SRF is comprised of the IRF and follow-on forces consisting of a staff and specialized teams from various agencies and organizations involved in the response to and recovery from a chemical event.

Shelter – a facility to provide emergency lodging and feeding for people made temporarily homeless due to an emergency.   The American Red Cross will establish agreements with facility managers, will operate the shelter in accordance with established guidelines, and will coordinate with the County Shelter Officer for needed support (additional cots, blankets, foodstuffs, etc.). (More information is available in ARC 3000 Series of Procedures and Regulations located at ARC offices in Little Rock.)  
Special population - those individuals or groups that may be institutionalized or have needs that require special consideration in emergencies.

State Emergency Response Commission (SERC) - the state planning group designated by SARA, Title III legislation as the state coordinating body for hazardous materials activities.

Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986 (SARA) - Title III of SARA includes detailed provisions for community emergency planning for fixed chemical facilities.

Tabletop exercise - an activity in which emergency preparedness officials respond verbally to a simulated incident in an informal and unstressed format.

Title III - the "Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act of 1986."  A law that requires the establishment of state and local planning structures (SERCs and LEPCs) for emergency planning and for hazardous materials incidents.  It requires (1) site-specific planning around extremely hazardous substances, (2) participating in the planning process by facilities storing or using hazardous substances, and (3) notifications to SERCs and LEPCs of releases of certain hazardous substances.  It also provides for mechanisms to provide information on hazardous chemicals to the public.

Traffic control point (TCP) - a location on a road or highway, usually an intersection, which is manned by trained personnel to ensure continued movement of traffic into or out of a risk area.  Traffic control is a temporary function to be implemented at points where normal traffic controls are inadequate or where redirection of traffic becomes necessary due to an emergency.  Traffic control implies movement, while access control implies blockade.

Vesicant agent - a chemical agent that induces blistering.

WebPuff- Web-puff is a browser-based version of D2-Puff that will be used by the PAZ counties, ADH, ADEQ and AR NG.  It will contain the chemical dispersion modeling functionality that is present in D2-Puff, as well as transitional emergency management tools such as logs and status boards.  In phase one (which is what we currently are using) you can view D2-Puff data such as plumes images, run summaries, and PAR/PAD reports that is published to the Web servers, provided that you have the appropriate privileges.  In subsequent phases of development, additional emergency management tools and functionality present in D2-Puff will be put into WebPuff.  Eventually, all of the tasks that are done in D2-Puff will be done in WebPuff.
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CSEPP EMERGENCY PLAN

ARKANSAS STATE EOP

COMMAND AND CONTROL

I. ACTIVATION OF EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTERS


The State EOC will be notified of an event at the Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity via a dedicated CSEPP Hotline.  It may be activated for a level 2 or 3 event if directed by the Senior Staff Duty Officer and will always be activated for a level 4 event.  The State EOC is manned 24-hours a day.

Command and Control will be conducted in accordance with Unified Command (UC) as described in the National Response Plan (NRP).  ADEM and all incorporated areas of ADEM have adopted the National Incident Management System (NIMS).  NIMS will be utilized in incident management and response.

Both the State EOC and Jefferson County’s EOC are sufficient to accommodate a staff of up to 100 for all decision-making, administration, communications, and related support operations on a 24-hour per day basis during an emergency.


The Jefferson County EOC has been designated as the off-post EOC for prolonged emergency coordination.  The EOC is located in the basement of the Jefferson County Courthouse in Pine Bluff, outside the IRZ, and contains the Jefferson County Communications Center which is manned 24-hours a day by the Jefferson County Sheriff’s Office. The Jefferson County EOC is equipped with an over pressurization fan and filter.  This will provide personnel with protection in the event the area becomes threatened by a release from PBA and allow for the continued functioning of the EOC.


The State EOC is located outside the PAZ so there is no need for protection of personnel from agent(s). 

II. COMMUNICATIONS FACILITIES


ADEM, Jefferson County, Grant County EOC’s, PAZ County EOC’s and PBA OC are all equipped with a CSEPP telephone “hotline” (Figure 2.1).  ADEM, PBA OC, Jefferson County Sheriff’s Office, and ASP Troop E in Pine Bluff are equipped with NAWAS and ASP Troop K in Hot Springs is the NAWAS warning point for Grant County. (NAWAS see Figure 2-4 in Appendix 1 of this plan).


All of the EOCs in the CSEPP area, including the PAZ counties, are equipped with radios on the State ADEM 800 MHz fleet and with facsimile machines.  RACES (Radio Amateur Civil Emergency Services) equipment has been installed in each of these EOCs for back up equipment and additional volunteer communications personnel. 


The server located at ADEM has been populated with an email distribution list, CSEPP ACTIVITIES, with all designated CSEPP jurisdictions and support agencies, which enables all the counties to communicate with PBCA, ADEM and all IRZ and PAZ counties.  This email distribution list enhances communication of information between the PBA OC, the State EOC, IRZ, and PAZ counties.  It also allows the State EOC to constantly monitor all activity during CSEPP exercises and possible CSEPP events by providing a direct server link between all CSEPP entities.  

III. ALTERNATE EOC


The Grant County EOC has been designated as the alternate off-post EOC.  It is located on National Guard Road in Sheridan.  Communications, automation, and staffing capabilities are sufficient in the event that the Jefferson County EOC operators must be relocated.

IV. EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTERS (EOC’s)


The State, Jefferson County, and Grant County EOC’s have emergency power, food preparation and sanitation for the staff for a minimum of 4 or 5 days.


The ADEM Director, Deputy Director, Administrative Officer or Operations Officer may activate the State EOC.  

V. NOTIFICATIONS


Activation of the State EOC will depend on the level of notification.

1. Level I, Non-Surety Emergency


PBA will notify the State EOC, which will run the PBA Level I Checklist. This is a courtesy notification level only (see figure 2-1, 2-2, and 2-3 in Appendix 1 of this Annex).

2. Level II, Limited Area Emergency


PBA will notify the State EOC, which will run the PBA Level II Checklist.  Operations personnel should monitor the situation at PBA, but unless the situation escalates, the activation of the State EOC should not be necessary. (See figure 2-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex)

3. Level III, Post Only Emergency


PBA will notify the State EOC, which will run the PBA Level III Checklist.  The State EOC may be partially activated in the event the off-post community is requested to assist with an evacuation of on-post personnel, including providing congregate care.  Full staffing will probably not be required. (See figure 2-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex)

4. Level IV, Community Emergency


PBA will notify the State EOC, which in turn will run the PBA level IV Checklist and fully activate the State EOC. 


The State EOC will be notified by PBA of any level of incident.  The Duty Officer will make notifications to state and federal agencies according to the checklist found in Incident Master (IM) and in the Duty Officer Checklist Manual.  These checklists are based on the four levels of notification (see figure 2-1).


Each EOC has D2Puff/WebPuff capability via computer. Communication capabilities include, telephone, AWIN radio, email, and Facsimile. 


The ADEM Director will designate a liaison to the on-post EOC.  In the event that a release would not allow for entrance onto the post, and because of a possible lack of staffing, it may be necessary for the liaison to work with the on-post EOC via a communication link from the State EOC.


The Senior Executive Advisor to the PBCA Commander will serve as the Off-Post Liaison in the Jefferson County EOC.


The Operations Officer is responsible for technical, administrative and material management of the State EOC.  She/he may assign those responsibilities to another staff member.


The ADEM Staff Duty Officer will notify key personnel involved in activating and operating the State EOC.

VI. PINE BLUFF ARSENAL OPERATIONS CENTER


The PBA OC will work closely with the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management (which serves as the official state emergency management coordinating agency) to ensure that all participating EOCs will be coordinated together.  Redundancy of communication capabilities between all EOCs will provide for a continued communications flow.


It is the responsibility of the PBCA surety staff to keep the IRZ and State Officials informed of the emergency at the chemical site, and the responsibility of the ADEM to ensure that this information is made available to all involved PAZ EOCs.


PBA will notify ADEM, IRZ and PAZ counties via the CSEPP Hotline (figure 2.1). Coordination will be through the State EOC utilizing email capability, Arkansas Wireless Information Network (AWIN), RACES, telephone and facsimile.

VII. NOTIFICATION OF EVENT

The Pine Bluff Arsenal Chemical Activity Surety Officer or his/her alternate will communicate necessary information to off-post authorities.  During off-duty hours the OC Duty Officer has this authorization in the event of an emergency.  PBCA will notify the State EOC, IRZ, and PAZ counties via CSEPP Hotline in the event of a chemical incident.

Communications checks between the primary alerting and notification points, on-post and off-post, are carried out during regular work hours.  A non-working hours test is conducted semi-annually.

A telephone hot-line between PBCA, ADEM, IRZ and PAZ County warning points and their EOCs will be used for initial notification of an event at PBCA. 

The alternate warning and notification systems are NAWAS (National Warning System) and ADEM email.  In Addition, all local emergency managers have an email account on the ADEM email system and PBCA, ADEM, and Jefferson County have direct access to NAWAS.


In addition to the hotline, and NAWAS,  all County  warning points,  PBCA, ASP, the State EOC  have access to the  states APCO 25 compliant 700.800 megahertz digital trucked radio system known as the  Arkansas Wireless Information  Network  (AWIN).
PBCA, ADEM, all IRZ and PAZ counties are connected via the ADEM wide area computer network and exchange information utilizing specialized software's and the CSEEP ACTIVITIES email distribution list established on the ADEM email server. This allows them to share information on all aspects of the incident that are occurring locally and information provided by PBCA.  

VIII. EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION

Exchange of information between all involved off-post agencies and governments will be accomplished by the use of several communication systems, including telephones and email.

The Operations Section of ADEM is responsible for updating emergency contact lists whenever changes in personnel occur and are reviewed on a monthly basis.  This information is maintained in Incident Master and in the Duty Officer Checklist Manual.

Interagency and inter-jurisdictional radio communications between EOCs is available through the AWIN radio system.  Other communications capabilities are CSEPP ACTIVITES email distribution list, CSEPP Hotline, NAWAS, telephone, facsimile and RACES.

Facsimile machines and e-mail service located in the PBA Operations Center and all EOCs will provide the capability for high-speed transfer of hard copy information. PBCA, ADEM, all IRZ and PAZ counties are connected by D2Puff/WebPUff database server and CSEPP ACTIVITIES email distribution list which allows them to view all aspects of the incident as it is provided by PBCA.
The Emergency Management Liaison Officers from various state agencies have radio units, which operate on the AWIN radio system.  These liaison officers will report to the State EOC.  The State EOC has radio units, which operate on Corps of Engineers, Forestry, Civil Air Patrol and Highway Department networks.

ADEM Area Coordinators serve as responders for ADEM and have mobile and hand held radios on the ADEM fleet for communications with the State EOC while in the field.

Although the telephone hot line is a dedicated telephone line between PBCA, ADEM, IRZ and PAZ counties, dedicated radio links are not allowed by FCC regulations.  However, ASP 800 MHz radio system can be directed during a CSEPP emergency.


Each communication system described in this chapter has been selected for maximum practicable reliability between on-post and off-post EOCs.  They are designed to be used not only for emergency traffic, but also in daily use.

IX. PERIODIC SYSTEM CHECKS


The CSEPP hotline system is tested once per shift daily.  The NAWAS system is tested twice daily by the ADEM Duty Officers.  

Daily radio traffic between the State EOC and all ADEM units assures needed communications would be available in an emergency.

Communications checks between the primary alerting and notification points, on-post and off-post, are carried out during regular work hours.  A non-working hours test is conducted semi-annually.

All ADEM units are required to conduct a monthly radio check on the AWIN radio system.
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CHEMICAL EVENT EMERGENCY NOTIFICATION
INITIAL NOTIFICATION


Pine Bluff Arsenal will notify the State EOC, IRZ and PAZ county warning points, via the CSEPP Hot Line within five (5) minutes of confirmation of a leak or release involving the chemical weapons stockpile.  

The Pine Bluff Arsenal Surety Officer is responsible for accident assessment and for initiating off-post notification.


Duty Officers are on duty at the State EOC on a 24 hour basis.  Checklists for all four levels of incidents are provided in this plan and the Incident Master system.  Upon notification of an incident at PBA the proper checklist will be executed by the Duty Officers (See Figure 2-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex).

A 24-hour capability for receiving notification and protective action recommendations from Pine Bluff Arsenal is provided by the State Emergency Operations Center located at the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management in North Little Rock.

A standardized form for receiving timely chemical event assessment information and recommendations from the on-post OC will be used at all warning points (See figure 1-2 in Appendix 1 of this Annex, 106-107).

AUTOMATION


Due to numerous factors which would have an impact on a chemical release from the Pine Bluff Arsenal and limited notification time, computerized systems are online to aid in planning for, reacting to, and assessment of a chemical release.
A. ELECTRONIC TRANSFER OF INFORMATION

D2-PUFF    Chemical Hazard Dispersion Model


The Arkansas CSEPP community currently utilizes the D2-PUFF Chemical Hazard Dispersion Model Software to predict downwind hazard for chemical incidents.  This software accounts for variable meteorology and processes weather data from the Internet.  Along with modeling complex terrain, it also calculates Acute Exposure Guideline Levels (AEGLs) and terminate shelter times.
HARD COPY TRANSFER OF INFORMATION


The Operations Center at Pine Bluff Arsenal, State EOC, and local CSEPP EOCs are equipped with facsimile equipment.  This allows all entities of the CSEPP program to send and receive hard copies of all required information. 
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PROTECTIVE ACTION DECISION MAKING
X. SITUATION:

The State EOC is the 24-hour warning point for the State, and would receive protective action recommendations directly from Pine Bluff Chemical Activity. The State EOC will be responsible for notifying ADEM liaison officers from other agencies.

The chief elected officials of each local jurisdiction or their representatives are required by 12-75-101 et al., (as amended) to make protective action decisions.  The State EOC staff may make recommendations; however, these decisions must be made at the local level.

Once the State EOC is activated, 24-hour staffing will include decision-makers to provide assistance to local jurisdictions.  Local EOC’s must have decision makers present for the duration of the chemical incident.

The PBA OC will recommend a course of action for protection of citizens based on their real time meteorological data, assessment of the amount and type of agent and type of munitions involved (D2PC Model) (see Figure 1-2 in Appendix 1 of this Annex).  Local officials will issue the final protective actions.

XI. DECISION MAKING PROCESS:

The off-post response actions that Jefferson and Grant county officials authorize PBCA to implement, in case of a chemical event, and the conditions under which they are to be implemented, are defined in the Jefferson County/Pine Bluff Arsenal Memorandum of Understanding and the Grant County/Pine Bluff Arsenal Memorandum of Understanding.  PBCA response is limited to the following:

XII. JEFFERSON COUNTY

A. Coordinate and maintain liaison with PBCA/PBA and ADEM as the point of contact regarding the PBCA/PBA mission; provide information on the range of chemical events that could occur which would require emergency assistance from Jefferson County OEM and other response agencies within Jefferson County.

B. Provide guidance to Jefferson County OEM in developing emergency response plans and determining specialized equipment needs.

C. Assist Jefferson County OEM and ADEM in training law enforcement, fire department, medical, and OEM/DEM personnel in the hazards associated with a chemical release at PBCA and protective actions required.  PBCA/PBA will provide technical assistance within resources.

D. Pre-position limited quantities of special supplies and equipment for use by Jefferson County OEM or for issue to other authorized area personnel/agencies for use during emergencies requiring this type of support.

E. Provide appropriate identification to Jefferson County personnel to facilitate access to the installation in support of this agreement.

F. Participate in local emergency response planning/training exercises, city/county sponsored seminars, lectures, and other similar events of mutual interest.

G. Conduct the initial activation of the indoor/outdoor warning systems in Jefferson and Grant Counties in the event of a chemical agent release and make immediate notifications to applicable off-post agencies, providing vital information and recommended protective actions.

H. Maintain a communication link with the Jefferson County Warning Point and ADEM that will allow immediate contact for information dissemination.

I. Conduct essential emergency response coordination with law enforcement agencies within Jefferson County for controlling protest demonstrations outside the installation outer perimeter barrier.  The installation will immediately notify the appropriate law enforcement officials of a pending demonstration and provide related information, as it becomes available.

J. The PBCA Operations Center will notify Jefferson County OEM with a recommendation on activating the Joint Information Center (JIC).  The Army will provide a representative who will be the JIC Manager when the JIC is operational.

K. Dispatch Chemical Agent Survey Teams for the installation to off post areas possibly contaminated; samples of air, water, vegetation, and soil will be collected to test for presence or absence of agent.

L. Provide medical liaison to medical care facilities upon written request and within resources.

M. Within resource capabilities, and upon request from Jefferson County OEM, provide decontamination equipment, associated supplies, and technical assistance at off post decontamination stations and personnel processing points.

XIII. GRANT COUNTY

A. Coordinate and maintain liaison with the Grant County OEM as a point of contact regarding the PBCA/PBA mission; provide information on the range of chemical events that could occur and which would require emergency assistance from Grant County OEM and other response agencies within Grant County.

B. Provide guidance to Grant County OEM in developing emergency response plans and determining specialized equipment needs.

C. Assist Grant County OEM and ADEM in training law

enforcement, fire department, medical, and OEM/DEM personnel in the hazards associated with a chemical release at the installation and protective actions required. PBCA/PBA will provide technical assistance within resources.

D. Preposition limited quantities of special supplies and equipment

for use by Grant County during emergencies requiring this type of specialized support.

E. Provide installation identification to Grant County personnel to

 facilitate access to the installation in support of this agreement.

F. Participate in local emergency response planning/training 

exercises, city/county sponsored seminars, meetings, lectures, and other similar events of mutual interest. 

G. Conduct initial activation of indoor/outdoor warning systems in

Grant and Jefferson Counties in the event of a chemical agent release and make immediate notifications to applicable off-post agencies, providing vital information and recommended protective actions.

H. Maintain a communications link with Grant County Warning Point and ADEM that will allow immediate contact for information dissemination.

I. Dispatch Chemical Agent Survey Teams from the installation to off post areas possibly contaminated; samples of air, water, vegetation, and soil will be collected to test for the presence or absence of an agent.  

J. Within resource capabilities and upon request from Grant County OEM, provide decontamination equipment, associated supplies, technical assistance at off post decontamination stations, and personnel at processing points. The installation will also provide a medical liaison to medical facilities upon request and if within installation resources

There are several factors, which must be considered in the decision process for protective actions.  Among these are the weather conditions, characteristics of the agent involved, and the magnitude, intensity, and duration of the release.  These factors will influence the number of people to be protected, what zones are involved, and the time of sheltering or distance of travel necessary to ensure safety.

PBCA surety officials will provide as much information as possible to local officials and ADEM at the time of notification, and will provide updated information as it becomes available, so that informed and rapid decisions by local officials can be made. In addition, certain pre-determined decisions will be in place so that in a situation of extreme urgency, the Jefferson and Grant County warning points may initiate immediate protective actions pending the notification of local officials.

The notification by Pine Bluff Chemical Activity to the State EOC will be provided by the standard format.  Contained within this form is the recommended protective actions provided by PBCA (see figure 1-2).  Upon receipt of notification, local officials will base their protective action decision- making from this information. 

XIV. PROTECTIVE ACTIONS:

Within the 15-kilometer (approximately 9.3 mile) Immediate Response Zone surrounding PBA, small sub-zones have been established which will provide more flexible and realistic protection for the citizens.  These 12 IRZ sub-zones within Jefferson and Grant Counties have been designated A through L.  In the event of a chemical incident, selected sub-zone(s) will be chosen for protective action recommendations.

The Protective Action Zone, which extends beyond the IRZ for another 35 kilometers (approximately 21.7 miles), is also divided into smaller sub-zones. There are 32 PAZ sub-zones in 10 counties, which are designated by two letters.  (See Figure 1-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex).

The most likely protective action for most sub-zones will be evacuation.  In the event that time will not be adequate for an evacuation, citizens will be instructed to shelter in place.  Since sub-zones A, B, and C (in Jefferson County) are located in close proximity to the storage area and proposed chemical destruction location, it is likely that in-place sheltering would be recommended for those persons closest to PBA and that the rest of the sub-zone(s) would be advised to evacuate. Special facilities such as nursing homes and hospitals will require additional time for evacuation, and they too may be advised to shelter in place.
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PROTECTIVE ACTIONS AND RESPONSES

XV. PROTECTIVE ACTIONS:

All protective action procedures will be based on the chemical event emergency notification system for all emergency officials.  Each local CSEPP emergency management jurisdiction has implementing procedures for the different functional areas.  Checklists for ADEM are maintained in Incident Master and the Duty Officer’s Checklist Manual.

It is likely that the general public would require no protective actions in a Level 1, Level 2, or Level 3 event.  However, a Level 4 event, which has the potential for release of chemical agent or the existence of a release off-post, would require immediate protective action on the part of the general public.

There are two protective actions, which might be recommended for a Level 4 chemical event incident at PBA, (1) evacuation and, (2) shelter-in-place.  Evacuation would be the most probable recommendation, however time may not allow for this, particularly for the sub-zones nearest to the PBA storage area (Sub-zones A, B, C and F).  Sheltering-in-place would likely be recommended for at least a portion of these sub-zones.  Sheltering in-place options include: normal, enhanced, expedient and pressurized.  In the event of evacuation of either IRZ or PAZ sub-zones, Arkansas County could expect to receive evacuees at the reception center.

Based on the CSEPP Community’s decision to accept AEGL-2 as the protective action decision as recommended by PBA, information on AEGL-1 will not be made a protective action.  However, due to the community’s concern of AEGL-1 having possibly some risk on the community, PBA has agreed to provide an “INFORMATION ONLY” notification that will be provided over the CSEPP Hotline after the initial notification is provided.  This notification will offer detail on the area that is in AEGL-1 for the counties to use to decide if any action is required by the affected zones.

Evacuation decisions will be based partially on:

· A population study completed by the Arkansas Data Center using the 2000 census data on a sub-zone basis.  This would allow officials to estimate the number of evacuees during an emergency.

· The evacuation plan, Evacuation Routes, Arkansas Immediate Response and Protective Action Zones, which designates primary and secondary routes out of each sub-zone.

· An evacuation time estimate study for the Immediate Response Zone completed by KLD Associates Inc. These time estimates found in the document Development of Evacuation Time Estimates for the Pine Bluff Arsenal, March 1997, will assist decision-makers in determining if evacuation is feasible.

XVI. POSITIVE PRESSURIZATION:

White Hall High School, which is located approximately 4 miles from the storage area, as well as White Hall Jr. High and Moody elementary, has been equipped with over-pressurization system.  Students from those schools could shelter in place rather than evacuating. 

XVII. RECOMMENDED PROTECTIVE ACTIONS

In the event of a Level 4 incident, PBA will provide a protective action recommendation, which lists what actions should be taken by the areas involved. (See Figure 1-2 in Appendix 1 of this Annex)
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PUBLIC ALERT AND NOTIFICATION
I. Immediate Response Zones (IRZ)

A. Public Warning Systems

Counties included in the Immediate Response Zone (IRZ) are Grant and Jefferson.  (See Figure 1-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex)

The means of notifying the general public in the event of a chemical event at the Pine Bluff Arsenal has been developed in each of the CSEPP jurisdictions. This means will include isolated groups, such as hunters and parks visitors.

Each IRZ County shall maintain a list of handicapped individuals in their respective area. They will coordinate with the county warning officer, and county law enforcement officials by providing the means to advise those individuals by either route alert or tone-activating radio receivers.



Sirens

An outdoor warning system has been put into place in the IRZ for Jefferson and Grant Counties.  The system, consisting of sirens placed at strategic locations throughout the CSEPP Immediate Response Zone, is capable of delivering both a voice message and siren tones.

Activation of the system can be made from PBA, Jefferson County OEM and Grant County OEM.

The siren system meets an alert signal standard of at least 10 decibels above ambient noise levels.  

Tone Activated Radios
A system of Tone Activated Radios (TAR’s) has been put into place in the IRZ areas of Jefferson and Grant Counties.  These radios are single frequency and are triggered by a 154 MHz VHF radio signal through the 800 MHz trunking system.  

Activation of the radios can be made on a sub-zone by sub-zone basis, on a total group basis, or individually if it is necessary.

Since the Tone Alert Radios are unique to each sub-zone, each IRZ County will prepare and implement a plan to issue and recover the radios as individuals move into or out of a sub-zone.

The system also provided TDD equipment and strobe lights for the hearing impaired.

Tone activated radios will be placed in all institutions such schools, nursing homes, etc. located in the IRZ.

The siren and tone activated radio system will be supplemented by Emergency Alert System (EAS) messaging over radio, television, and local cable television alerting systems.

Consideration has been given to notifying the non-English speaking population in the IRZ.  However, no significant number of non-English speaking persons has been identified in the IRZ according to Arkansas Institute for Economic Advancement (University of Arkansas at Little Rock).

The Alert and Notification system will be tested at least monthly to ensure that all equipment is functioning properly and that all personnel responsible for its activation are familiar with its operation.  The testing will be the responsibility of the warning officer.

Route Alerting

Route alerting through the local sheriff and police departments can be utilized in the Immediate Response Zone as an option should initial means fail.
The route alerting will be supplemented by EAS messages through radio and television stations and local cable television systems, as well as posted CSEPP evacuation signs.

EAS Notification
Pre-scripted messages for public notification via radio and television are provided in the CSEPP annex to each county’s local EOPs.

Each sub-zones boundary is made up of recognizable geo-political landmarks, and is described in the evacuation plan.  These descriptions will also be used in notification of the general public via radio and television broadcasts.


All public messages on protective actions will provide as much detail as necessary to implement the recommended action.  The local emergency services coordinator and the local public information officer, in cooperation with PBA and ADEM, will coordinate messages.

II. Protective Action Zones (PAZ)

A. Public Warning Systems


Counties included in the Protective Action Zone (PAZ) include, Arkansas, Cleveland, Dallas, Lincoln, Lonoke, Prairie, Pulaski, Saline, and parts of Jefferson and Grant counties. (See Figure 1-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex) 


The Alert and Notification system will be tested annually in each jurisdiction, in all affected institutions, population centers, recreational centers, and major employment centers within the PAZ, to ensure that all equipment is functioning properly, and that all personnel responsible for its activation are familiar with its operation.

.
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TRAFFIC AND ACCESS CONTROL
XVIII. TRAFFIC CONTROL

In a chemical incident at Pine Bluff Arsenal, evacuation may be recommended for the public in the area surrounding PBA, especially within the IRZ sub-zones.  

Traffic Control Points (TCP’s) will be established along evacuation routes to ensure traffic flow.  The TCP’s will be manned by local law enforcement personnel, and can be augmented by the Arkansas State Police and National Guard as needed.

Procedures for mobilization of personnel for traffic control and access control for each CSEPP jurisdiction are described in the local EOP, CSEPP annex.

The chief law enforcement officer for each jurisdiction will serve as the overall law enforcement coordinator for his/her jurisdiction’s emergency response staff.

Evacuation routes for all sub-zones within the IRZ and PAZ are contained in the CSEPP public information materials, such as calendars, website, and brochures.  Some of these evacuation routes were updated June 2004, based on the new D2Puff software that provided the community with better information where to send zones closest to PBA. 
KLD Associates Inc. has completed an evacuation time study of the IRZ and their findings can be found in Evacuation Time Study for Pine Bluff Arsenal, Mar 1997.

Local jurisdictions will maintain a listing of all buses, vans, or other means of public transportation available for persons in need of transportation in an evacuation.

XIX. ACCESS CONTROL

In the event for which chemical agent may contaminate an area, access to that area will be closed and law enforcement personnel assigned to control access.  If the area becomes inaccessible for a sustained period of time, or declared a National Defense Area, law enforcement personnel in cooperation with public works, and the Arkansas Highway and Transportation Department will establish more permanent blockades on access routes. Detours will be established for traffic.

Access into those areas will only be by those individuals authorized by Army and local officials. Law enforcement and military personnel at the access control points will monitor individuals.  Proper identification and authorization will be required of all personnel re-entering a restricted area.

Once federal, state and local officials determine that the area is safe for re-entry by evacuees, barriers will be removed and if necessary traffic control points will be re-established.

If it appears that long-term access control for a contaminated or suspected contaminated area will be necessary, more permanent barriers will be erected on major access routes.  Law enforcement officers and, if necessary, National Guard personnel, will patrol the perimeters to prevent looting and to prevent evacuees from entering before it is safe.

A listing of all traffic and access control points can be found in the CSEPP EOP for each jurisdiction.
III.        NATIONAL DEFENSE AREA
Establishment of a National Defense Area (NDA), although unlikely, might become necessary in a chemical incident at Pine Bluff Arsenal.  A National Defense Area will be declared, if in the opinion of the Army, military security of a non-federal area for the purpose of safeguarding classified defense information or material is necessary.  Legal authority for the establishment of an N.D.A. is contained in Section 21, Title 50, and Code 50 of United States Code 50 U.S.C. 797.

Access by the general public will be denied into the area until the N.D.A. is no longer in place, and control of the area has been returned to local authorities.  The Army may allow some limited access, however this will be on a case by case basis.
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XX. IDENTIFICATION OF SPECIAL POPULATIONS

The following special population groups must be given special consideration for CSEPP planning and procedures:

1. Attendees at day-care facilities, nursery schools, kindergartens, schools, colleges, and other educational institutions.

2. Occupants of hospitals, intermediate and long term care nursing facilities.

3. The sensory, mobility, or mentally impaired.

4. Homebound people requiring specialized medical assistance.

5. People without access to transportation.

6. Inmates of correctional facilities.

7. People without access to electricity, telephones, or public media.

8. Non-English speaking groups.

9. Transients and homeless.

XXI. RECORDS AND PROCEDURES

There are significant numbers of non-English (Spanish) speaking persons in Grant County in the PAZ area.  However, no significant numbers of migrant workers, homeless, or transients have been located.

Records for persons requiring special assistance are being developed in each of the CSEPP jurisdictions and will remain confidential and restricted only to the local EOC staffs to ensure confidentiality.

Listings of non-institutionalized individuals with special needs will be maintained and updated on a regular basis once the initial data is developed.

Emergency response plans for special populations will include specialized protective, transportation, and care options.  Special facilities plans for schools, nursing homes, jails, hospitals, day cares, etc. are maintained under separate cover in each EOC.

The transportation officer will direct evacuation efforts through the local EOC.  The transportation officer will provide information to drivers of buses, vans, and other vehicles carrying special populations.

Correctional Institutions

There are multiple correctional facilities within the CSEPP area.  These include city and county jails, detention centers, and state units at Pine Bluff which include the community punishment unit, a women's unit, and a diagnostic facility.  Special facilities plans for these are the primary responsibility of the directors or wardens of these institutions working in cooperation with local OES/OEM officials and ADEM.  It will be the responsibility of the respective administrators to ensure that emergency plans are kept secure and confidential.
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XXII. IDENTIFICATION

Emergency workers will be required to show proper identification prior to entering any emergency operations area.  Unmarked vehicles will be allowed into emergency operations areas only after proper identification has been presented and with the approval of the local Incident Commander.

XXIII. PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT

OSHA approved protective equipment has been procured for emergency responders (i.e. firefighters, law enforcement, EMS, and volunteers). 

The current equipment consists of the Kappler Responder Protective Suit, gloves, and boots.  The respirator is a positive air pressure respirator system (Breathe Easy 7 for emergency workers and Breathe Easy 10 for hospital workers only).

Responders are receiving specialized training by the PBCA/ADEM Training Team in the following subject areas: signs and symptoms of chemical warfare agent exposure, first aid for chemical agent casualties (ACT FAST), proper use and maintenance of the Personal Protective Equipment (PPE Course), Decontamination (Decon. Course), and operations of the Personnel Processing Point (PPP Course). All responders are required to be medically screened and fit-tested prior to being issued Personal Protective Equipment.  The ADH has developed a screening and medical review plan.  Details for the Personal Protective Equipment Program for the Arkansas CSEPP can be found in Personal Protective Equipment Program for the State of Arkansas, July 2000.
Emergency workers are required to participate in the CSEPP training series in the following sequence; ACT FAST, Personal Protective Equipment, Decontamination, and Personnel Processing Point. 

XXIV. DECONTAMINATION UNITS

Currently nine (9) mobile decontamination units (Personnel Processing Points) are located in Jefferson County and two (2) are located in Grant County.  These units will be used for decontamination of the general public and emergency workers.

All reception centers within the PAZ currently have field expedient decontamination stations.  This equipment is being updated to provide uniformity with the Personnel Processing Points within the IRZ, with the exception of the MDU
. 
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XXV. FACILITIES

In the event of a chemical accident/incident at the Pine Bluff Arsenal the following medical agencies/facilities will be directly involved:

A.
Jefferson and Grant County EOC Medical Coordinators

B.
Arkansas Health Department (AHD)
C.
Jefferson Regional Medical Center, Pine Bluff, Arkansas

D.
U. S. Army Health Clinic, Pine Bluff Arsenal/Pine Bluff Chemical Activity

The AHD, working in close coordination with the Arkansas Department of Emergency Management and local medical coordinators, will maintain control of all resources required for emergency patient evacuation.  (See AHD MDIRP.)
Medical facilities within the IRZ, PAZ, and alternate facilities not located in a designated zone are listed in Figure 11-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex.
XXVI. PERSONNEL

In the event of a chemical incident at PBA affecting the off-post communities, fire and rescue personnel will be activated and requested to respond to the emergency.

Each local fire department and ambulance service is responsible for providing rescue, emergency treatment, and transportation for the seriously ill or injured.  This is accomplished through either the local fire department’s rescue unit, the local ambulance service, or the nearest available unit from a neighboring jurisdiction.

Fire, rescue, and ambulance personnel will be trained and equipped in order to maintain adequate facilities for response to incidents or designated areas.

XXVII. RESPONSE

In the event of a chemical incident at Pine Bluff Arsenal affecting the off-post communities, medical personnel will be deployed immediately to locations as determined by the EOC executive staffs of the various affected counties.  Responding organizations (i.e., fire departments, rescue squads, ambulances) will respond with a minimum of ten (10) certified responders and adequate equipment to perform their specified functions.

In the event of a chemical incident resulting in deaths, emergency responders may be required to handle the remains.  Due to the possibility of residual chemical contamination, cadavers will not be handled in the routine manner.  Appropriate procedures have been developed for the safe handling of fatalities. See DISPOSITION OF CHEMICAL AGENT FATALITIES in this chapter.

CHEMICAL AGENT INFORMATION AND TREATMENT PROTOCOLS
A.
Mustard Agent (HD, HT)

1.
Blister (vesicant) agents, often called "mustard gases" are chemicals that act on the eyes, lungs, and the skin.  Vesicant agents burn and blister any part of the body that they come into contact with.  They damage the respiratory tract when inhaled and cause vomiting and diarrhea when absorbed.  The two mustard agents stored at Pine Bluff Arsenal are HD and HT.  Both agents are extremely persistent in nature, with HT being the more persistent of the two.

2.
The persistency of the two mustard agents depends mainly on two factors.  Higher ambient temperatures cause both agents to dissipate at a higher rate.  If water mixes with either agent, hydrolysis will take place decreasing its persistency.  Both mustard agents have a consistency of lightweight motor oil.  The color of liquid agent is amber to black depending on purity.  Mustard agents have an odor similar to that of garlic or horseradish and can be detected at extremely low levels.  The agent's garlic like odor quickly becomes unnoticeable after the first detection because the agent causes the olfactory nerves to become insensitive.  The main route of entry into the body for HD/HT is percutaneous absorption However, warmer temperatures make vapor damage to the respiratory tract likely.

3.
Mustard is an insidious agent, and there is a latent period of several hours before primary effects appear.  After several hours, erythema similar to sunburn appears.  Vesicle formation usually follows.  The vesicles coalesce and form a blister, which is usually large, domed, thin-walled, translucent, and surrounded by erythema.  The blister fluid is straw-colored, but later becomes yellowish.

4.
The effect of mustards on the respiratory system is usually slow and does not reach maximum severity for several days.  Symptoms usually start with hoarseness and a persistent cough.  Fever, dyspnea, productive cough, and moist rales may develop.

5.
Medical care providers must remember to protect themselves from chemical agent exposure when treating casualties.  If there is any doubt about whether the casualty is contaminated, decontamination should be accomplished immediately.  Emergency responders should wear protective clothing before coming into contact with contaminated individuals.  Treatment for Mustard agent exposure will not be effective unless adequate decontamination procedures have been followed.  (See Personnel Decontamination)

6.
No antidote for Mustard agent exposure exists.  The only method for prevention of Mustard injuries is rapid, complete decontamination.  Mustard must be removed from the body within 2 minutes, or injuries will result.

XXVIII. PERSONAL DECONTAMINATION

A.
Procedures

1. Mustard agent decontamination must be accomplished with what is readily available. Warm soap and water work well for vapor, Warm Soap and copious amounts of water work well for liquid exposure.  In the event of liquid exposure, Soap should be applied to all parts of the body except the eyes.  Only fresh water should be used to decontaminate the eyes.  A contact time of five minutes should be allowed for the Soap to fully decontaminate the agent.  Water should be used to completely rinse all Soap from the body.

Monitoring devices (if available), should be utilized to ensure proper decontamination. Currently, each of the twenty-six (26) decontamination sites has on hand M256A1 card detector kits available.  


DISPOSITION OF CHEMICAL AGENT FATALITIES

A.
General 

1.
In the event of a chemical event at Pine Bluff Arsenal resulting in fatalities, emergency responders will likely be required to handle the remains.  Appropriate procedures have been developed for the safe handling of fatalities.  Due to the possibility of residual chemical contamination, cadavers cannot be handled in the routine manner.

2.
The below listed procedures will outline policy for handling the deceased that may have been contaminated.

B.
Procedures

1.
All cadavers must be treated as contaminated until proven not to be. Respect must also be taken into consideration.  Decontamination of cadavers should take place utilizing standard methods set forth in part V, Personnel Decontamination.  All personal effects should be decontaminated as well, and accompany the body.  The body will not be considered totally clean of contamination until laboratory agent sampling has been conducted.  This advanced sampling will be the responsibility of the Army.

2.
Cadavers should be tagged for identification purposes if the identity is known, and placed in a standard body bag.  If possible, the zipper area of the bag should be sealed with duct tape or equivalent to prevent the escape of possible residual vapor.

3.
Cadavers will be transported to a location where refrigerated storage is available.  Advanced agent sampling should be conducted before refrigeration, if possible.

4.
If advanced agent sampling proves no residual agent is present, bodies may be released to next of kin after meeting all legal requirements; however, no cadaver will be released without approval from the County Coroner.

5.
If advanced agent sampling proves residual agent is present in amounts above safe levels, cadavers will not be released until the contamination is reduced.  If the agent level cannot be reduced to an acceptable level, cadavers will be disposed of in accordance with applicable laws.
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TRANSPORTATION
XXIX. COORDINATION OF RESOURCES

The local transportation coordinator in each CSEPP County will establish priorities for the utilization of transportation resources based on the protective actions recommended by Pine Bluff Arsenal, by the directions of the chief elected official, and County OEM/DEM Coordinator.


Each local transportation coordinator should maintain a listing of all buses and resources available to meet special transportation needs.  They should also document their availability in an emergency. 

Priorities for transportation resources are:

· Schools;

· Medical and health care facilities;

· Other institutionalized populations;

· Disabled persons; and 

· Citizens without private transportation.

The transportation coordinator in each local jurisdiction will maintain coordination between all school districts to ensure the availability and efficient use of all district-owned and leased buses.  School district superintendents will provide direct instructions to their own bus fleets, in accordance with school district emergency plans.

Transportation coordinators will coordinate the use of all school buses and other available transportation for an evacuation.

In the event of a chemical incident at PBA, local transportation coordinators may receive requests for transportation and assign vehicles to an emergency task.  This will include transportation for those persons unable to identify the need until the emergency occurs.

The local emergency services coordinator will develop and maintain a listing of handicapped persons with special transportation needs and coordinate that listing with the transportation coordinator.  This list will be kept at the EOC, updated on a regular basis, and confidentiality will be maintained.

The transportation plans for each CSEPP zone will be coordinated with on-post planning officials at PBA by each local OEM/DEM Coordinator.

XXX. STAGING AND DRIVER INFORMATION

Staging areas for dispatching transportation resources will be identified in each local EOP (CSEPP Annex).

Maps of staging areas, transportation routes and pick-up points will be made available to transportation providers within each jurisdiction. A list of the designated staging areas, transportation points, and pick-up points will be kept at each local OEM/DEM site, and be made part of the local EOP.

Pick-up points for persons needing transportation will be shown in each local EOP. Routing information will be developed to accompany the map, and will be made available to those persons needing transportation. Preparation for additional persons not documented (tourists and travelers) will be considered.

Most of the vehicles to be used in providing evacuation assistance of the CSEPP area are equipped with communication capabilities; they include a cellular phone, two-way radio, or CB Radio. If alternate vehicles are utilized, detailed instructions will be provided to those drivers before departure. Each county EOC will keep on file a list of communication devices used by transportation agencies, as well as the frequency and cell-phone number. Periodic testing will be conducted of these communication devices to ensure proper operation and compliance.
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COMMUNITY RESOURCE COORDINATION

XXXI. RESOURCE DATA

Each local resource coordinator will maintain a list of resources that clearly states all resources available, which could be utilized for a PBA incident. All listings will be updated quarterly due to changing resource availability.  Once local jurisdictions have exhausted their resource availability, requests should be made through the State (ADEM) for additional resources.

Local resource databases will include information that will identify resources such as, but not limited to:

Primary Resources

· Law Enforcement/EMS/Fire 

· Transportation Equipment from Town, City, or County inventories

· School Bus Transportation

· Town, City, or County Road/Highway equipment.

· Secondary resources available through mutual aid, agreement with other jurisdictions, or private entities will also be listed in the event local resources are exhausted or unavailable. 

The State will utilize WEB-EOC for resource tracking and allocation.  

Hard copy listings of all primary resources will be maintained in the local EOCs.  The resource database will include the location, type, number of available resources, and the name and telephone number of the resource provider or controller.

The resource databases will also include the type, number, and location of any specialized resources that the Army, National Guard, and other federal or state agencies can provide.

Each local resource coordinator will identify, zone-by-zone, what equipment needs and resource needs are required.

Resource requirements and needs for special populations within the IRZ sub zones will be identified, listed, and kept on file in the Jefferson and Grant County EOCs.  Examples of special needs are as follows;

· Transportation of  Home-bound medical 

· Citizens without personal transportation

· Transient persons requiring transportation 

XXXII. RESOURCE NEEDS

Since resources are limited, and since it will not be known which sub-zones will be involved in an incident, resources will be assigned to specific areas by the resource coordinators after a need assessment is done following a release.

Each local jurisdiction will enter written agreements for the use of resources not owned or controlled by the specific jurisdiction.

In the event that a chemical incident at Pine Bluff Arsenal requires the extended sheltering of evacuees, many resources such as food, water, and personal hygiene items will be required.  If local resources become exhausted, requests should be made through mutual aid support and through the State (ADEM).  If federal/national resources are needed, requests through ADEM to DHS will be made.

In the event of long term absence for residents in a contaminated area, temporary housing away from the danger area may be required.  DHS has a program for temporary housing, and this program will be utilized.

Because of limited resources at the local level, replacement would be requested through ADEM for county and municipally owned vehicles or equipment that might become contaminated and unusable in a chemical incident.  

Local resource coordinators will identify staging areas for receiving, storing and allocating supplementary resources including emergency power and water resources as needed.
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PUBLIC EDUCATION AND INFORMATION

XXXIII. PUBLIC EDUCATION

An Arkansas CSEPP Public Affairs Action Plan has been developed for public information and education.  The action plan calls for printed materials, oral presentations, and identification of the target audiences.  Customized educational products have been prepared and furnished to local offices of emergency services as part of the outreach effort.

Media kits, brochures, fact sheets, booklets, and state CSEPP Calendars have been developed and are being distributed.  Briefings to public officials, emergency services personnel, and the public have been and will continue to be conducted.

Local officials are being encouraged to involve special population groups in developing public education programs.  Special materials for these groups are being developed.

Local OES officials, in cooperation with the State CSEPP Public Affairs Officer and PBCA Public Affairs, will review and revise all public affairs plans and materials annually, or whenever significant changes occur.

The State CSEPP Public Affairs Officer has established procedures for providing the news media with ongoing information on emergency preparedness events and activities within the CSEPP Program.

Local PAOs, in cooperation with the State CSEPP PAO, will disseminate education information to the various planning zones. Means of dissemination include public schools, school and civic group briefings, media (local television, radio, and newspaper), programs, articles, announcements, and mailings.

II. INFORMATION 

A Joint Information Center (JIC) has been located in Jefferson County at 123 Main Street in downtown Pine Bluff. A JIC is mandatory for the coordinated release of all information to the public, media, and internal audiences during a crisis.  This multi-agency aspect is essential because of inter-jurisdictional requirements during incident/accident response. All jurisdictions have equal status in JIC operations.  Each individual represents his/her own agency while receiving the benefits of a coordinated public information approach.

A Joint Information Center (JIC) Plan is available under separate cover.
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EVACUEE SUPPORT
XXXIV. RECEPTION AND MASS CARE CENTERS

Reception Centers have been designated in each of the twelve CSEPP jurisdictions.  Each local OEM office maintains records of these facilities. The local OEM office is responsible for their activation and operation.  Each reception center is located outside the Immediate Response Zone (IRZ), and is listed by county (See Figure 15-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex).
Each reception center will be located, designed, staffed, and equipped to provide prompt evacuee processing, and will be located in close proximity to designated evacuation routes. (See Figure 15-2 in Appendix 1 of this Annex)

Reception centers will be established for the purpose of providing information and registering evacuees from emergency area(s). Local OEM offices will have workers on hand to provide information to evacuees such as where to locate and obtain support services.


Decontamination equipment has been provided for all host county reception centers and will be operated at the reception center sites by local fire departments.  Decontamination equipment for each host county is stored in trailers provided for the purpose of mobility and will be available to other CSEPP communities upon request.

Local emergency coordinators and the Red Cross have developed reception and mass care center agreements with facilities. Red Cross volunteers will open mass care centers.  Mass care centers will be operated for the purpose of providing basic essential services such as feeding, comfort, family reunification, etc.  Mass care centers are primarily comfort stations or holding areas where evacuees can wait until decisions are made as to the extent of the emergency, and when they might return to their homes and businesses.  Facilities for mass care may be developed into full-scale shelters should it become necessary.

If it is determined that evacuees are going to be left temporarily homeless by the emergency, Red Cross personnel will open shelter(s) to provide lodging and feeding. The American Red Cross has established agreements with facility owners and/or managers for the use of the property, and will coordinate the operation of these facilities with the local office of emergency management for needed support (additional cots, blankets, foodstuffs, etc.).  
XXXV. SUPPORT SERVICES

Support services such as law enforcement and fire protection for reception centers and mass care centers will be coordinated through the local EOCs.

Security for reception centers and mass care centers will be provided by the host county law enforcement agencies.  If augmentation from the State Police or National Guard is needed it will be requested by the local EOC through the State EOC.
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AGENT DETECTION AND MONITORING
XXXVI. MONITORING RESPONSIBILITIES

The potential for a release of toxic chemical agent from the Pine Bluff Arsenal resulting in off-post casualties does exist.  Complete cooperation between the Pine Bluff Arsenal, State, and local officials is essential in minimizing the danger to the public.

Detection and monitoring of any agent, should a release occur, will be the responsibility of the Army.  Protocols for verification of laboratory results are between the Army, the Arkansas Department of Health, and Arkansas Department of Environmental Quality.  Samples will be taken from different media to include; water, soil, air, and manmade materials in the potentially contaminated area.

Independent laboratories will conduct analysis of the samples and the results will be provided to the Arkansas Department of Health and the Arkansas Department of Environmental Quality for verification.

Monitoring and sampling will continue as long as any danger to the public exists.

Re-entry will only take place as officials determine that contaminated areas no longer pose a risk, or if no contamination is found.
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DECONTAMINATION

XXXVII. DEFINITION AND SCOPE OF DECONTAMINATION 

The primary definition of decontamination as promulgated by the DHS/Army Guidelines and in Chemical Accident or Incident Response and Assistance (CAIRA) Operations (Dept. Of the Army 15 December 2004, Copy with CSEPP Planner at ADEM) is the process of decreasing the amount of chemical agent on any person, object, or area by absorbing, neutralizing, destroying, ventilating, or removing chemical agents to a safe level, with the primary purpose being to eliminate an immediate threat to human life.

Recommended guidelines as proposed by DHS and the Army stress two basic elements or concerns that should be addressed in determining when to decontaminate:

A.
Individuals must be decontaminated as soon as possible.  Available studies (Sidell 1990 and 1995, Leffingwell 1990; Watson and Munro 1990; Munro et al. 1990; U.S. Department of the Army 1989, Morgan 1989) stress that immediate action to remove or neutralize the agent is necessary to minimize adverse health impacts of exposure.  The decontamination of exposed people must begin within seconds to a very few minutes after exposure if severe injury or death is to be avoided.  The guidelines recommend that all people in areas at risk of exposure be provided with information that would enable them to decontaminate themselves and the people around them immediately after an exposure to chemical agent.

B.
Individuals must be completely decontaminated.  Thorough decontamination of every potentially contaminated person is necessary to minimize adverse health effects to that person and to avoid secondary, or cross-contamination.  To assist in ensuring thorough decontamination of all potentially contaminated people, decontamination stations will be established at pre-determined locations. 

With the exception of decontamination of people, extensive decontamination efforts would not be required for most chemical agent release scenarios.  Only liquid forms (including droplet and heavy aerosol forms) of chemical agent pose the risk of significant contamination; vapor is generally not considered a significant source of contamination that poses an immediate threat to human health.  Hazardous contamination from a vapor release would likely be limited to materials, such as clothing, which are in contact or very close proximity to the human body and should best be dealt with during personal decontamination.  Because agent in liquid form (droplet and aerosol) settles out of the atmosphere relatively quickly, significant contamination would generally be confined to a relatively short distance from the point of release.  Off-post contamination presenting a significant risk to the public would most likely occur in the event of a very large liquid release in the atmosphere, a type of event not evident in the planning base.

XXXVIII. DECONTAMINATION PRIORITIES

Certain priorities should be set during the response phase of a chemical agent incident concerning decontamination.  They should be in the following order:

A.
People

B.
Essential equipment (e.g., ambulances)

C.
Less critical assets such as livestock, private property, (e.g., personal automobiles) and croplands.  

XXXIX. PERSONNEL PROCESSING POINTS

Fire Department personnel (paid and volunteer), EMS personnel, and rescue personnel throughout the CSEPP area have been trained in agent detection and decontamination under the Personnel Processing Point (PPP) Concept.  This concept calls for the establishment of decontamination points at certain pre-determined locations. 

Currently nine (9) mobile decontamination units have been equipped and placed strategically throughout Jefferson County and two (2) units have been placed in Grant County. (See Figure 17-1 in Appendix 1 of this Annex)
Personal Protective Equipment has been approved for use by responders.  The complete unit consists of the Army Body Overgarment, Apron, Hood, Boots, Gloves, and a Positive Air Filtered Respirator System (PAPRS). 

XL. PPP DECONTAMINATION GUIDELINES

The following list of priorities in descending order of urgency of decontamination, treatment, or disposal is suggested for the Personnel Processing Points:

A.
People who are known or suspected of being contaminated and who require prompt medical attention due to agent exposure or other severe injury,

B.
People who are exhibiting signs/symptoms of agent exposure,

C.
People who are known to be contaminated but are not exhibiting signs/symptoms and don't urgently require medical attention, 

D.
People who are suspected of being contaminated but show no signs of agent toxicity.

E.
Animals that are known or suspected to be contaminated and that provide critical support to humans (e.g., Seeing Eye dogs).

XLI. SELF DECONTAMINATION AND DECONTAMINATION OF OTHERS

The State CSEPP Public Affairs Officer and Public Information Officers will develop plans in the CSEPP area for educating the public on personal self-decontamination procedures and decontamination of others.

Elements of the program will include:

A.
Instructions on self and buddy decontamination;

B.
A list of necessary supplies;

C.
Guidance on other means of expedient personal decontamination.

Public information releases, should a chemical agent incident occur, will clearly define the population segments that should perform self and buddy decontamination.  These measures will be recommended for all people who are or have been within the chemical agent plume or have come in contact with people, animals, or objects that have been in the plume.

Self and buddy decontamination procedures include:
A.
Removal of eyeglasses and contact lenses.  Hands should be decontaminated before removing contacts.  Contact lens removers could be used to minimize the risk of cross-contamination.  If the wearer cannot evacuate safely without the use of eyeglasses, eyeglasses may be expediently decontaminated by soaking in undiluted household soap for 5 minutes and rinsing thoroughly with plain water.  Eyeglasses suspected of being contaminated and not required for safe evacuation should be placed in a plastic bag and carried to the decontamination station.  All contact lenses suspected of being contaminated should be placed in a plastic bag and carried to the decontamination station.

B.
Removal of all external extraneous items from contact with the body.  Such items include hearing aids, artificial limbs, jewelry, watches, toupees, and wigs.

C.
Flushing eyes with large amounts of lukewarm water.

D.
Gently washing the face and hair with soap and lukewarm water followed by a thorough rinse with lukewarm water.

E.
Decontaminate other body surfaces likely to have been contaminated using one of the following measures:

· Thoroughly wash all sections of the body (including crevices) with warm soapy water. Procedures include blotting (not swabbing or wiping) with a cloth by washing with lukewarm soapy water and rinsing with clear lukewarm water,

F.
Changing into uncontaminated clothing.  Contaminated clothing that would normally be removed over the head (e.g., undershirts) should be cut off. Care to ensure the most privacy will be taken into consideration.

G.
Instructions to proceed to the nearest decontamination station.

XLII. RECEPTION CENTERS AND HOSPITALS

Fire Department personnel, emergency medical responders, and rescue personnel in the CSEPP area outside of Jefferson County have been trained to recognize chemical agent exposure symptoms and in methods of decontamination.

Their primary responsibility in a chemical agent incident will be to operate decontamination stations at the reception centers.

Decontamination will be carried out before evacuees are allowed into the reception center.  Should individuals arrive at a designated reception center without being processed at a Personnel Processing Point (PPP), they shall be decontaminated through the mobile decontamination station at the reception center prior to entrance.

Designated hospitals within the CSEPP area are equipped for decontamination.  Teams from those facilities are undergoing training and will carry out decontamination outside of the emergency area and before patients who may have been exposed to chemical agent are allowed into the hospital.

Persons who should be decontaminated at these stations are:

A. 
All people who exhibit any signs or symptoms of exposure to mustard.
B.
All persons, who may have been exposed to mustard regardless of whether they exhibit signs or symptoms of exposure.  People designated as possibly exposed will be identified through a brief interview to be carried out by decontamination station personnel and will include all people who

· evacuated from an area within the plume

· traveled through any portion of the plume area while evacuating, or

· have come in contact with any people, animals, or objects that were located in or traveled through the plume and had not been decontaminated.

C.
All people whose contamination status cannot be clearly determined by interview or other available means.

XLIII. COMPANION ANIMALS

Because companion animals accompanying evacuees represent a possible pathway for human exposure to chemical agents, plans shall be developed to handle these animals should the need arise.  Each CSEPP County will develop plans with regard to animals being presented at designated reception centers. The Arkansas State EOP (ESF #6) outlines basic guidelines for animal care in disasters.  
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RE-ENTRY/RECOVERY
An Arkansas CSEPP Reentry and Recovery Plan was completed in 2003 and it is maintained under separate cover.  The following was taken from page one of the Arkansas CSEPP Reentry and Recovery Plan. (Copy at ADEM with CSEPP Planner, dated July 2003.)
The Reentry and Recovery Plan is designed for use by the Pine Bluff Arsenal (PBA) and state and local authorities who participate in the Chemical Stockpile Emergency Preparedness Program (CSEPP). The Plan provides background, explanatory and reference materials.

The integrated approach is more efficient from a planning perspective (compared to separate, parallel plans for each jurisdiction) and will facilitate coordination among the Army and Arkansas CSEPP organizations.  Also, many aspects of reentry and recovery must be coordinated in order to be effective; for example, if several jurisdictions put in competing requests to the Army for monitoring services, confusion might result and some important monitoring activities might be delayed.  This coordinated plan ensures that monitoring and sampling is conducted in proper order of priority.

This integrated reentry and recovery plan is designed to accommodate the decision-making prerogatives of all included organizations.  Specific annexes address the unique needs of particular jurisdictions and organizations.
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XLIV. TRAINING NEEDS

Performance levels for ADEM, PBA, Jefferson, and Grant County OEM have determined all functional units in response organizations.  These levels are reflected in the Arkansas CSEPP Training Plan.

Training requirements are described in the Chemical Stockpile Emergency Preparedness Program Training Management Guidance, FEMA/Army document dated April, 1999.  Individuals with emergency planning, management, operational and response assignments who need training based on the needs assessment have been identified for the CSEPP area.  Individuals identified include:

A.
Fire Department personnel (paid/volunteer)

B.
Municipal Police Department personnel

C.
Sheriff’s Office personnel.

D.
Elected city and county officials

E.
Emergency Management Personnel

F.
Emergency Medical personnel

G.
School personnel, and

H.
Public Works employees.

XLV. INITIAL TRAINING:

Training will be provided to emergency response personnel based on the following protocol:

· Chemical Awareness: Designed to give the student a basic knowledge of the types of weapons and chemicals stored at PBA, 

· ACTFAST: Designed to acquaint the student with the PBA stockpile, to instruct students in the identification of symptoms of agent exposure, and to provide treatment.

· Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE): Information and practical instruction on CSEPP authorized protective equipment.

· Personnel Processing Point (PPP): Information on and practical instruction on PPP set up and operations.
· DECON: Information and practical instruction concerning decontamination operations for CSEPP incidents.

The Chemical Awareness Training is available for individuals or groups who are not emergency volunteers but have a vested interest in the CSEPP community.

XLVI. REFRESHER TRAINING:
Requirements for refresher training have been established as follows:

· ACT FAST required every two years (Video now available).

· Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) annually.

· Personnel Processing Point (PPP) every two years.

XLVII. COORDINATION/RECORDS

The local OEM/DEM coordinator is responsible for coordinating CSEPP training in his/her jurisdiction.  Training requests will be made to the ADEM Exercise and Training Officer.

The CSEPP Exercise and Training Officer will maintain training records for all personnel trained. This does not preclude other requirements of this plan for local jurisdictions to maintain training records.  

XLVIII. TRAINING FOR THE PUBLIC

In-place sheltering for facilities with special needs which may not have

Time to evacuate, and the use of personnel protective equipment for persons living near the Pine Bluff Arsenal may be two areas of training needed.
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XLIX. EXERCISE SCHEDULE

The National CSEPP Training and Exercise Integrated Process Team (IPT) has adopted a Twelve-Month Modified Exercise Schedule to meet the goals of the CSEPP exercise program.

Under the CSEPP Exercise Plan, the Arkansas CSEPP Community (i.e. PBA, State and local jurisdictions) are required to participate annually in either a Federally Managed Exercise (FME), or an Alternate Year Exercise (AYE).  The Alternate Year Exercise will be managed by the local CSEPP community rather than on a federal level. A Federally Managed Exercise will be scheduled every other year. During the alternate year, the scope of the exercise may range from a community managed and evaluated exercise, to a federally managed and evaluated exercise.  Either exercise will be full-capability or full-scale. 

Yearly schedules are published by DHS, working closely with each CSEPP State facility to avoid scheduling conflicts. 


The exercise scenario as decided by the local CSEPP Training and Exercise Planning Team determines the extent that the jurisdictions play in the exercise.

Each element of the CSEPP Community will identify a representative to serve on the exercise planning team for each exercise.  When possible, this person should not be participating in the exercise as a player and should be knowledgeable of the Emergency Operations Plans.

State and Counties may demonstrate objectives for CSEPP exercise credit at other times, i.e. during quarterly CAIRAs, Rep exercises, actual events, or other exercises as approved by the DHS Exercise Co-Director.  This will be documented in the annual CSEPP Exercise Report.

L. OBJECTIVES AND EXTENT OF PLAY

Each jurisdiction will identify all exercise objectives to be demonstrated,  

in accordance with the CSEPP exercise program, that is included in the jurisdiction’s emergency operations plans and is appropriate for evaluation.

Prior to each exercise, the local CSEPP Community will enter into an Extent of Play Agreement with exercise co-directors from DHS and the Army for Federally Managed Exercises, or among elements of the local CSEPP community for Alternate Year Exercises.  The Extent of Play will identify which exercise objectives are to be demonstrated and the response groups which will demonstrate them.

Once formulated, the Extent of Play will be published for all concerned parties involved with the exercise process. It also aids in the evaluation process of each exercise, and documenting final reports.

LI. POST EXERCISE ACTIVITY

Following a Federally Managed Exercise (FME), the exercise co-directors will be responsible for preparation of the exercise report.  Following an Alternate Year (AYE) exercise the PBA exercise co-director and either the State or Federal co-director will be responsible for preparation of the exercise report.

The ADEM CSEPP Exercise Officer will track actions assigned as result of exercise evaluations.

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AUTOMATION SUPPORT SYSTEMS
I. CSEPP Activities Distribution List
The mail server located at ADEM has been populated with an email distribution list, CSEPP ACTIVITIES, with all designated CSEPP jurisdictions and support agencies, which enables Arkansas County OES to communicate with PBCA, ADEM, and all IRZ and PAZ counties.  This email distribution list enhances communication of information between the PBA OC, the State EOC, IRZ, and PAZ counties.  It also allows the Arkansas County EOC to constantly monitor all activity during CSEPP exercises and possible CSEPP events by providing direct server link between all CSEPP entities.  

II. D2-Puff

D2Puff is an atmospheric dispersion model that predicts the hazard that would result from a release of chemical agent to the atmosphere from a CSEPP site.  D2-Puff can be used to model complex events involving releases at multiple locations and times and is capable of using meteorological observations from multiple locations and times, as well.  It also includes the effects of terrain and changing meteorology and allows users to enter information about the release and the meteorological conditions, to run scenarios, and to display results.  This software is run by PBA and monitored by ADEM, Jefferson County OEM, and Grant County OEM for the Arkansas CSEPP Community.  

D2-Puff addresses the preliminary hazard prediction and protective action parts of emergency management.  By accessing the system, the user can predict a downwind chemical hazard, be given a worst-case release scenario, know the current weather, automatically find base boundary and zone crossings, view the hazard plume on a map, determine whether population centers are affected, and record additional details about the hazard. 

D2-Puff is also designed to communicate with other D2-Puff systems.  It can send the daily work plan, the daily worst case hazard predictions and protective action recommendations, and can update weather to all of the CSEPP jurisdictions on a regular basis.  In case of an emergency, D2-Puff can send a notification record, a hazard prediction, and a protective action recommendation.

IV.
WebPuff 

Web-puff is a browser-based version of D2-Puff that will be used by the PAZ counties.  It will contain the chemical dispersion modeling functionality that is present in D2-Puff, as well as transitional emergency management tools such as logs and status boards.  One can view D2-Puff data such as plumes images, run summaries, and PAR/PAD reports that is published to the Web servers, provided that you have the appropriate privileges.  In subsequent phases of development, additional emergency management tools and functionality that is present in D2-Puff will be put into WebPuff.  Eventually, all of the tasks that are done in D2-Puff will be done in WebPuff.
